Included within the historical village
are a visitor center/museum, the
McLean House, where Gen. Lee
surrendered his army to Gen.
Grant, and several other historical
buildings.

The Park encompass over 1,700
acres of rolling hills, streams,
woods and meadows; preserved to
showcase the mid-1800's. A wide
variety of wildlife lives within Park
boundaries, including bear, deer,
birds, fox, coyote and numerous
other animals.
