Paroling the Army of Northern Virginia
Although the surrender states paroles would be granted to each Confederate, it was not until the meeting between Grant and Lee on the morning of April 10th that it was agreed each Confederate would be provided with an individual parole pass.  The artillery was paroled first on the 10th, the infantry was paroled on the 11th, and the cavalry was paroled on the 12th.  The parole passes were signed either by a prisoner’s own commander or his commander’s staff officer.  Confederate commanding officers were allowed to sign paroles of honor on behalf of the men in their commands, certifying that the men on the parole lists would not take up arms against the United States.
