Agreement for Volunteer’s Stock Services


· Volunteers and staff bringing their own stock must sign and date this Agreement for Volunteer’s Stock Services form.
· All animals brought to the Bent’s Old Fort NHS’s property are to be on a ‘weed-free’, ‘’seed-free’ diet if possible for at least one week before their arrival unless you pick up after them while they are here.
· All horses and mules must have a Coggins test, have current vaccinations, a health certificate from a licensed veterinarian, and be healthy and fit for use.  	
· Oxen will need a health certificate from a licensed veterinarian; if oxen are female check with your veterinarian as to the need of a ‘bangs’ test to enter the State of Colorado.
· All animals not in a pen must be kept under direct supervision.  Private owned stock may not free graze nor may they be tied to trees.  High lines tied to dead trees may be used.  High lines tied to live trees should be padded to prevent tree damage.
· No cleaning of horse trailers on site.
· All animals must conform to standards set forth by Bent’s Old Fort to maintain low stress and visitor friendly dispositions.   The behavior and disposition of volunteer animals may necessitate their removal from events.  Any animal deemed as unsafe will be removed
· All vet information must be available at check-in.
