Requirement for Hunter Access Permit (HAP) on Parkway ends
Accessing game lands adjacent to the Blue Ridge Parkway no longer requires a permit; however you must contact the park prior to transporting game. 
February 10th of this year a federal law went into effect allowing the carry and possession of firearms consistent with state law. For Virginia and North Carolina that means that concealed carry of handguns with a permit and open carry of all legal firearms is allowed (Federal facilities such as offices, shops and visitor centers are excluded).The change to firearms laws makes it unnecessary for the park to issue HAP to allow the carry of guns.  Bows and other weapons are still prohibited by Park Service regulations, bows will be allowed to be carried from the vehicle directly to the boundary, any other carry may result in a citation or arrest. The end of the HAP also removes the requirement to park at designated locations.
Transportation of game was previously allowed under the conditions of the HAP, with the requirement that game be transported to designated hunter access points. Under the new procedure hunters are directed to not transport game on parkway lands and roads. If the parkway is the only reasonable access for removal of game a ranger or the Communication Center (828-298-2491, 24 hrs/day) will be notified prior to the transport. It is the hunter’s responsibility to show that the game was not taken on park lands. The transport of game is limited to the closest state road access to the parkway, regardless of the destination of the person or party. *
Hunting activities are prohibited, including: 
· The use and discharge of firearms
· Following, attracting, driving or pursuing wildlife
· Casting of dogs while on park lands
· Tracking of dogs while a hunt is active **
· Maintaining 2-way radio or other communications from a location in the park to hunters, while a hunt is active
*The granting of permission to transport game across the park may be reconsidered if problems are encountered with this procedure.
**For the protection of wildlife dogs must be removed from the parkway as soon as possible. You may use telemetry, or other tracking methods, to recover dogs that are determined to be on park lands, as long as those dogs are no longer involved in an active hunt. However, if you are using telemetry while on parkway lands and remain in a location for longer than is necessary for the purpose of recovering dogs, or are found to be tracking dogs that are off park lands, you may be charged. You must call 1-800-PARKWATCH or 828-298-2491 prior to going on the parkway to recover dogs.
