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BLUE RIDGE PARKWAY DETOUR OPTIONS
Detour routes are the result of a weather related road repair underway between MP 376 and MP 355. Use
the map and information to decide which route works best for you.

PURPLE ROUTE:
From Asheville - Follow I-40E to Exit 85 (Marion); then follow U.S. 221 north back to Parkway at Linville
Falls near MP 317.5. Alternately, take U.S. 226 headed for Spruce Pine from U.S. 221 near Woodlawn and
enter the Parkway at MP 330. This route is suitable for large RVs.

to the Parkway near MP 344. This route is primarily two lane, curvy roads; and is a favorite for motorcy-
clists.
