5. Program schedules will be generated prior to, and distributed throughout the park. Are you willing to provide specific program information that can be used in the schedule, prior to your arrival?
6.  Our goal is to provide this type of programming to all age groups, but we will not be sponsoring childcare. Adults will be required to accompany children under 15 years of age. Are you willing to work with a multitude of age groups? 
7. Materials required for the AIR program will be purchased in advance by the NPS. Are you willing to provide a basic outline of your program, a complete list of supplies, and location requirements prior to your arrival?

8. The National Park Service is dedicated to the protection of the resource, safety of its employees and the welfare and enjoyment of the visitor. The AIR volunteer is expected to receive, complete and return the applicable documentation prior to residency. Are you willing to do so, and provide relevant information needed for the agency to conduct a basic background check?
9. The AIR volunteer will be provided, at no charge, a campsite with a picnic table, fire ring and lantern hanger at various campgrounds throughout the park; depending on the programming location. One of our campgrounds has individual sites with water and electrical hookups for an RV. The AIR Volunteer is expected to bring sufficient shelter and equipment to sustain them through the week long stay at Buffalo National River. What type of shelter or conveyance will you bring during that week? 
If you require water and electrical hookups, are you willing to drive yourself to the designated site, within the park, to conduct scheduled programming?
