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The National Park Service Junior Ranger Program Overview
The program is designed for children from 5 - 12 years of age and their families. The Junior Ranger motto is “Explore, Learn, Protect.” Using a booklet purchased from a park’s visitor center, children complete fun and educational activities during their visit to a park. The activities vary at each park, but all are intended to encourage children to become stewards of the park and the environment. After completing the booklet, children earn a Junior Ranger Badge and a certificate of completion.
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
