To travel down into
the gorge and back up 
use W. Va. 82; begin in 

Lansing. For most of
the distance between 

Lansing and Fayetteville 
the road is one-way, 
narrow and winding.
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The degree of difficulty
will vary from rapid to
rapid and with water level.
River users should consult
with an experienced river
runner or ranger before
attempting river running.
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Much of the land within
the National Park Service
areas remains private
property; please respect
the owners’ rights.
