Catoctin Mountain Park Announces the Availability of the 2009 Gypsy Moth Suppression Program Draft Environmental Assessment for Review and Comment

The 2009 Gypsy Moth Suppression Program Draft Environmental Assessment for Catoctin Mountain Park is available for public review on-line at the National Park Service’s Planning, Environment and Public Comment (PEPC) web site at http://parkplanning.nps.gov/cato and on the Catoctin Mountain Park web site at www.nps.gov/cato.  Bound copies are also available for review at the Park Visitor Center located at the intersection of Maryland Route 77 and Park Central Road, at Park Headquarters located approximately 2 miles west of Thurmont on Maryland Route 77, and at the public libraries in Frederick, Thurmont, Smithsburg, and Hagerstown.

The purpose of the Gypsy Moth Suppression Program for Catoctin Mountain Park is to prevent or minimize adverse effects to the environment by reducing gypsy moth populations and protecting foliage in the park.  The proposed alternatives include a no-action alternative (Alternative A) and two action alternatives (Alternatives B and C). Alternative B proposes the aerial application of the microbial insecticide Bacillus thuringiensis variety kurstaki (Btk) to the proposed treatment areas. Alternative C (the preferred alternative)proposes the aerial application of the Gypsy Moth Nucleopolyhedrosis Virus product (Gypchek).
