Catoctin Mountain Park Announces Availability of White-tailed Deer Management Plan/ Final Environmental Impact Statement
The White-tailed Deer Management Plan/ Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) for Catoctin Mountain Park is now available.  The plan is designed to guide deer management at Catoctin for the next 15 years. The FEIS was developed considering public input, practical knowledge, federal laws, science, and National Park Service (NPS) Policy. 

The FEIS is available electronically on the NPS Planning, Environment and Public Comment (PEPC) website at http://parkplanning.nps.gov/CATO.  Printed copies are available for review at the Visitor Center and Park Headquarters, both of which are located on Foxville Road, and at public libraries in Thurmont, Frederick, Hagerstown and Smithsburg. 

A 30-day no-action period will follow the Environmental Protection Agency’s Notice of Availability of the FEIS. After the 30-day period, a Record of Decision will be signed by the Regional Director, National Capital Region, which will document NPS approval of the final EIS and white - tailed deer management plan and identify the selected alternative for implementation.
