Analysis of Resources and Values

Fundamental Resources and

Values The following analysis describes the importance of each fundamental resource or

value as well as potential threats, opportunities, and issues that will command atten-
tion in future planning efforts. This analysis is intended to be dynamic and will require
periodic review and updating as national policies and international relations evolve in
the region.

. Authentic Resources That Tell The Story Of The
Chamizal
1. Three of the original 19 U.S. boundary monuments delineating the

international border around Cordova Island are displayed in differ-
ent areas at the memorial.

Importance  The memorial’s boundary monuments are one of — if not the most - recognizable
physical symbols at the unit. Obelisk in design, the monuments present a unique
architectural display in the border region.

Of the 19 original monuments, the memorial was able to retain three for public dis-
play.

The monuments serve as one of the few on-the-ground relics that tell the story of the
Chamizal Treaty.
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Concerns or Threats  Two monuments are located outdoors, which makes them vulnerable to graffiti and/
or physical damage.

The monument located inside the visitor center and the monument located on the
south entrance of the visitor center are not interpreted. These monuments do not
fully convey their importance, symbolism, and meaning to visitors.

Opportunities or Future Needs Better showcase the importance of the monuments, such as providing additional
interpretive signs — especially for the monument outside the visitor center as well
as the monument on the memorial’s north side, near the Mexican boundary fence
posts.

Stop watering monument on the memorial’s north side to protect its historic integrity.

Locate remaining original monuments if they still exist, and acquire if possible. Dis-
play as necessary to further tell the story of Chamizal.

2. Twenty-seven historic concrete Mexican boundary fence posts lo-
cated on the northern boundary of the memorial.

Importance  The memorial’s 27 boundary fence posts, which originally represented the U.S.—
Mexico boundary, offer visitors a contrast of how the border changed course from
the 1940s to the present (Hutchison, 2005).

Constructed in 1940 (part of the Rio Grande Rectification Project 1934 — 1940) by
Mexico’s Department of Communication and Public Works, the fence posts are one
of the only visible cultural resources at the memorial (Hutchison, 2005).

Each fence post is is believed to be in its original placement, lining Paisano Drive for
300 meters and spaced approximately 10 meters apart.
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Concerns or Threats

Opportunities or Future Needs

Collectively, these fence posts represent the only obelisk boundary identification of
their type along the international border.

Fence posts were designed to mimic the shape and relative size of the boundary
monuments (Hutchison, 2005).

The concrete fence posts are in poor condition due to decades of exposure, ground
moisture, freeze/thaw cycles, and past watering activities. If Chamizal does not take
immediate restorative action, fence posts will continue to crumble to the ground. The
combination of age and El Paso’s natural elements has worn some posts to the bare
rebar and inner wire mesh.

Stabilization plans (Condition of Assessment, 1994) included patching cracks, reat-
taching broken sections, and smoothing the finish (Hutchison, 2005). These restora-
tion measures were completed by 1995, but have since failed to provide long-term
protection.

The memorial does not manage the drainage easement adjacent to the Memorial’s
north facing hillside where the posts reside. Current management of the drainage
area does not promote recovery or preservation of the posts. They will continue to
degrade under existing practices.

Seek overall strategy for long-term preservation, visitor enjoyment and understand-
ing of the fence posts. Such measures could include providing additional interpretive
signs, clearing grass, and xeriscaping around the base of each fence post to mini-
mize adverse effects of ground moisture and watering activities.

Halt any watering activities near the fence posts to protect their historical integrity.

Make arrangements with the City of El Paso to manage the drainage easement in a
way that promotes the fence posts’ preservation.
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3. Land That Belonged to Mexico - Cordova Island

Importance Cordova “Island” represents the tangible values of property and place and the in-
tangible values of mixed ownership and culture through the longstanding boundary
dispute.

The memorial’s 55 acres are all located on a portion of what was the island —land
that once belonged to Mexico.

The memorial’s 55 acres are listed on the National Register of Historic Places.

Concerns or Threats Visitors have a difficult time understanding the site they are on was once an island
and the geography was important to the Chamizal story.

Opportunities or Future Needs Improve visitor understanding of the island by adding additional interpretive signs or
exhibits, both inside the visitor center and outside on memorial grounds.

Partner with agencies like the Department of Homeland Security to maintain and
restore land adjacent to the memorial

Engage volunteers for current and future restoration projects.

4. Memorial Collection

Importance Represents the memorial’s most valued historical and educational relics pertinent to
the story of the Chamizal not currently on display.

The Chamizal story can best be told to visitors through oral histories, historic photo-
graphs, and the few historical artifacts directly related to the story.

Archives can represent and interpret all aspects of the memorial’s purpose, signifi-
cance, and primary interpretive themes.
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Concerns or Threats

Opportunities or Future Needs

Importance

The memorial could lose valuable resources if they are not stored properly, as recent
additions to the collection are contributing to a diminishing availability of on-site
storage space in the vault.

Perform a thorough inventory of collection and rank items according to storytelling
prominence and importance.

Find interesting ways to interpret items for public, then put items on display and
showcase accordingly.

Use a mix of media to interpret items.

Make the memorial’s web site more interactive and showcase or catalog items the
unit does and does not have on display.

The sooner oral histories and relevant artifacts can be captured, the sooner memo-
rial staff can utilize a larger, more relevant archival base.

Continue practice of diligent, detailed, and recoverable archiving processes.
Use technological tools and Internet resources to archive pertinent memorial
materials.

Share archival resources with the public via a user-friendly, interactive web site.

Stories That Resulted In Diplomatic Resolution
Story of the Rio Grande/Rio Bravo

The physical story of the Chamizal is rooted in the erratic twists and turns of a major
international river that was constrained through joint engineering and financial efforts
of the U.S. and Mexico.
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The cultural story of the Chamizal is rooted in the Rio Grande’s same twists and
turns, evolving from a fiercely disputed area, to an area of cultural displacement, to
an area of cultural transition, to an area of celebration and friendship.

The combined project duties represented an action-based symbol of international
cooperation and leadership.

Concerns or Threats Graffiti is a perpetual blight to the river’s concrete channel.
The story of the Rio Grande/Rio Bravo can be better interpreted.

Opportunities or Future Needs Improve the memorial’s landscape to reflect a “meandering river”.

Use the walking paths and associated interpretive signs and other storytelling tools
to relay the river’s story.

Provide a point of elevation within the memorial to improve visitors’ views of the
river.

2. Story of the Chamizal
Importance The memorial must teach new generations the values and lessons of the Chamizal.

Current border-related issues and politics highlight the need to interpret conflict
resolution and international peace for a generation that sometimes experiences the
opposite of peace and goodwill on both sides of the border.

Connecting Chamizal’s story with all generations is significant and relevant to the
memorial’s purpose and the NPS mission.

Concerns or Threats Overall preservation of historical performance records and associated stories re-
mains a concern.

Interpretive video shown in museum is out-of-date and out-of-touch with the current
visitors.
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Opportunities or Future Needs The memorial is in the process of preserving and transferring records and stories to
a sustainable format and providing secure storage for those documents.

Offer public opportunity to access archival performances.

Update video.

3. Oral Histories

Importance Documented and recoded oral histories can relay the story of the Chamizal to cur-
rent and future generations in an effective way.

People are still alive who can tell stories about their experiences regarding the me-
andering river and relocation that occurred because of the Treaty.

Concerns or Threats The memorial is losing its oral history base to an aging and dying population that
experienced the history of the Chamizal firsthand.

Due to national security issues along the border, the potential loss of visitors who
can share historical knowledge of the river is a concern.

Opportunities or Future Needs Invite and encourage residents to come to the Memorial and tell their Chamizal sto-
ries.

Partner with the University of Texas-El Paso or other academic institutions to record
and document the generation that experienced the “Chamizal problem” firsthand.

Pursue and record oral histories. The sooner oral histories are captured, the larger,
more relevant archival base can be utilized by Memorial staff.
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lll. Opportunities To Celebrate Goodwill, Friendship,
Trust, And Cooperation
1. Programming

Importance An inherent challenge for the memorial, interpreting the Chamizal story, embodies
the elements of resolution, cooperation, friendship, and cultural celebration.

The memorial continues to package these crucial components into several program-
ming themes which must be coordinated for the benefit of future visitors.

Programming through events like the Siglo de Oro Drama Festival and Music Under
the Stars offers the memorial an opportunity to connect visitors to its purpose and
share its interpretive themes.

Concerns or Threats Limited visitor access to relevant Chamizal documents, including stories, pictures,
and other archival items.

Inadequate media coverage of the memorial.

Poor web site design lacks content and interesting information.
Old or outdated interpretive lesson plans.

Lack of interpretive signs that tell the story of the Chamizal.
Lack of theater programming relevant to the Chamizal story.

Interpretive video shown in museum is out-of-date and out-of-touch with the current
visitor generation.

Stakeholder views regarding programming and use of stage do not always align
among memorial staff.
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Opportunities or Future Needs

Importance

Concerns or Threats

Each new superintendent’s programming directorship can harm or enhance advanc-
es made by previous superintendents.

Further define the overall sphere of programming that fits the memorial’s purpose
and significance.

Bring programming up to date with current technology.
Educate new staff about the memorial’s mission and purpose to prevent broad and
shifting visions that do not align with memorial’s core purpose.

Update interpretive lesson plans and share these tools with educators; provide more
concerted outreach to educators.

Create pamphlet and distribute to educators. Provide ideas to tell the Chamizal
story and how to make it relevant for educational curricula.

The memorial must continue to cultivate the relevance of its story for future genera-
tions.

Multi-cultural exchange

Further define the overall sphere of cultural exchange that fits with the memorial’s
purpose and significance.

The memorial represents one of the best regional public spaces for visitors and
community residents to enjoy multi-cultural experiences.

The memorial has become a culturally significant recreational and gathering place.

Limited public access to relevant Chamizal documents, including stories, pictures,
and other archival items.
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Opportunities or Future Needs  Continue to recruit and engage diverse multi-cultural performers and host events
that celebrate international cultures.

Create well-crafted, modernly contextual brochures and memorial literature to share
with visitors at each memorial.

The memorial must continue to cultivate the relevance of its story to future genera-
tions.

3. Relationship With Parque de Chamizal

Importance The U.S. and Mexico developed neighboring memorials to commemorate the his-
toric resolution, which has evolved into a politically tenuous, though important link
between the two memorials.

The memorial and Parque de Chamizal have made joint attempts to share cultural
traditions and display several forms of international artwork.

The concept of sister parks has significant cross-cultural potential, pending future
border politics and relations between the U.S. and Mexico governments.

Concerns or Threats  Both memorials struggle to interpret the story of the Chamizal. The memorial has
few visual displays related to the convention, while Parque de Chamizal includes
very little, if any, interpretive elements related to the convention.

Funding for adequate operations and maintenance is difficult for memorials on both
sides of the border and securing finances for improvements is even more challeng-

ing.

Associated physical dangers, including steep walkways, slippery bridges near the
Parque de Chamizal and lack of adequate sidewalk space along the memorial’s pe-
destrian entrances near the port of entry make associations among the two difficult.
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Opportunities or Future Needs  Pursue joint international planning.

Establish secure funding for both memorials (government appropriations, partner-
ships, fundraising, etc.)

Create well-crafted, modern contextual brochures and memorial literature to share
with visitors at each memorial.

Coordinate with Parque de Chamizal and create cross-border programs, where visi-
tors can visit each memorial and learn about a certain element in the Chamizal story.

IV. Assets That Foster Cultural Exchange
1. Theater Facility

Importance  The nearly 500-seat theater is one of very few regional venues that can accom-
modate the diversity and quality of cultural events that have been performed at the
facility.

The building is utilized nearly every week of the year and represents a cost-effective
venue for local and regional performing groups that might not otherwise perform due
to financial and other concerns.

Concerns or Threats  Theater programs are at times a financial drain for the memorial.
Lack of adequate parking for theater visitors.
Lack of NPS presence and visibility.

Lack of adequate lighting outside the visitor center.
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Opportunities or Future Needs  Develop financial plan or fundraising strategy to offset theater maintenance and
operation costs, such as charging a nominal fee for certain theater events; selling
memorial souvenirs at the bookstore; and increasing the amount of overall cost re-
covery for theater events.

Display NPS logo in prominent theater locations.

Develop a circulation plan that improves theater access and parking.

2. Amphitheater Facility (Outdoor Sound Stage)
Importance  Simplistic in design and function, the outdoor sound stage hosts the acclaimed

Music Under the Stars event and like the memorial’s theater facility, represents one
of very few regional venues that can accommodate quality outdoor shows in a cost-
effective manner.

Should the memorial expand the stage’s functionality and upgrade the seating area
and sound booth, the stage’s central location within the memorial will continue to
make it a potential venue for large crowds for years to come.

Concerns or Threats Lack of on-site parking for large events creates tension and danger for visitors
forced to find suitable parking in nearby parking lots and neighborhoods. Visitors
must then walk along congested streets to reach the memorial, creating additional
safety concerns.

Facility does not meet Federal Accessibility Standards.

Sound booth is located directly in middle of seating area, which detracts from view
and impinges on where people can sit and see performances.

Light posts are old and vulnerable to El Paso’s harsh sunshine and sometimes-vio-
lent weather elements.
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Opportunities or Future Needs Develop a plan for parking issues, as part of a circulation plan.

Improve ADA accessibility.

Add a canvas cover to back and sides of stage to mitigate the effects of sunshine.
Purchase a large screen to project movies and images for large audiences.

Find a more efficient lighting source and purchasing new lights and light posts.

Re-contour amphitheater area for better views of performances and ease of large
crowd assemblages.

3. Museum

Importance  Like the intended interpretive impacts displayed by the boundary monuments, Mexi-
can boundary fence posts and murals, the museum’s potential to tell the story of the
Chamizal through various media is crucial to capture for visitor experience.

Historic collections, interpretive and educational aids, and exhibit setups can be de-
signed to provide informative and valued self-guided tours for visitors.

Concerns or Threats  Existing archives and artifacts are underutilized.
Inefficient and ineffective use of prominent interpretive spaces within museum.

Entrances and exits for exhibit area are not obvious, nor does the exhibit follow an-
obvious path.

Exhibits display too much text and not enough photographs.
The memorial has not told its story in an engaging manner.

Lack of adequate signs indicating museum location versus other visitor center fea-
tures.
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Opportunities or Future Needs Include a prominent convention-related exhibit at the visitor center main entrance
(art gallery wing) to encourage visitation of the main museum exhibit.

Better utilize existing artifacts and archives, and seek to acquire existing photo-
graphs, archives and artifacts for use as interpretive exhibits in the museum. Use
these interpretive aids to guide visitors through the exhibit.

Interpret exhibit in a highly interactive, concise manner.

Work with the El Paso Historical Society and University of Texas-El Paso to enrich
exhibit — consider using recorded interactive oral histories as an interpretive aid in
the exhibit.

4. Landscape
Importance  Although subtle, the landscape was designed to represent the rolling hills of Texas.

Administrations have placed little overall operational emphasis on creating natural
landscape designs within the memorial, however the current water situation in the
local aquifer and memorial staff should consider using xeriscaping to showcase the
land in an environmentally sustainable way.

Concerns or Threats The ability of the memorial’s well to continue to pump sufficient quantities of water
remains a major concern as the pump is aging and repair or replacement would be
extremely costly.

The availability of a sustained water supply is also in jeopardy as the memorial relies
solely on groundwater to maintain its grass and other landscape features.

Due to a prolonged drought and inability of most municipalities to adequately replen-
ish groundwater supplies, the resource cannot be supplied indefinitely via traditional
groundwater sources.
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The NPS environmentally friendly image could suffer if current water resource man-
agement practices continue given the fact that more sustainable alternatives could
be implemented.

Changes to landscape should consider the potentially adverse effects for recreation
due to the desirable qualities of a predominantly grassy landscape. Some visitors
might consider the absence of grass a loss of recreational experience.

High numbers of visitors trample grass and contribute to associated adverse im-
pacts on the landscape. Likewise, the memorial’s environmental capacity to host
large events continues to draw concern by staff.

Opportunities or Future Needs Enhance the NPS image through xeriscaping and xeroscaping practices and show-
case the agency’s sensitivity and leadership toward conservation projects on public
lands.

Draft a new comprehensive landscape management plan that highlights water con-
servation and natural landscaping techniques.

Opportunity to better interpret the story of the Chamizal through landscaping tech-
niques detailed in a new comprehensive landscape management plan.

5. Urban Space

Importance  The memorial represents one of few regional public spaces for visitors and commu-
nity residents to enjoy traditional park experiences.

The memorial has become a culturally significant recreational and gathering place.

The memorial’s landscape features — primarily its grass and shady areas — provide
respite from the region’s harsh desert climate.
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Concerns or Threats  Most visitors and community residents come to use the memorial for walking, relax-
ing, and to attend events without understanding the purpose and significance of the
Chamizal story.

High numbers of visitors strain the memorial’s ability to provide parking, water, and
other user demanded services.

High numbers of visitors trample grass areas, which creates additional maintenance
costs.

Opportunities or Future Needs Provide interpretive and educational opportunities that directly tell the Chamizal
story throughout the entire memorial.

Create comprehensive circulation and landscape management plans to address visi-
tor needs and safety.

Use future landscape designs to complement the story of the Chamizal and improve
the visitor experience. Design ideas include recreating an island grass area and
xeroscaping the rest of the memorial’s land. The design will keep the urban green
characteristic alive and promote practical conservation efforts.

6. Viewshed looking onto and from Chamizal

Importance  The memorial provides one of the best public vantage points of Mexico along El
Paso’s section of the Rio Grande.

Likewise, Mexico’s view of the U.S. from Parque de Chamizal is significant.

Memorial visitors are often fascinated by views of the enormous Mexican flag, which
is flown from an area within Parque de Chamizal.

Visitors are much more likely to connect to an experience they can physically wit-
ness, such as the viewshed of Mexico seen from the memorial.

Importance

Concerns or Threats

While views of massive infrastructure along the border can help tell the story of the
Chamizal or otherwise enhance visitor experience, each memorial — particularly
Chamizal — must be vigilant of the construction of new structures like tall buildings
that can restrict viewsheds.

Additional structures, whether constructed adjacent to the memorial or near its pe-
riphery, all have potential impacts on the overall border viewsheds.

Viewsheds provide educational opportunities; especially for groups of visiting stu-
dents:

1) Views of the landscape from different perspectives could offer a glimpse of
historical flows and river history.

2) Future memorial landscaping initiatives, like xeriscaping around the unit’s
edges can also visually interpret the story of the Chamizal.

Other Memorial Assets

Parking and Overall Visitor Circulation

Like many border cities in the southwest, El Paso is autocentric and people primarily
drive to memorial events and need safe parking options.

High attendance events, like Music Under the Stars, create a demand for parking
that exceeds the memorial’s supply.

Pedestrian safety is poor around the memorial’s boundaries, which makes parking
solutions a primary issue to resolve in the near future.
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High attendance events cause overcrowding.

The number of parking spaces is grossly insufficient for high attendance events and
causes poor visitor circulation.

The Texas Department of Environmental Quality determined the memorial’s overflow
dirt parking lot did not meet air quality standards and ruled the memorial could not
use the area for parking, eliminating 100 parking spaces.

Current estimates require $1.8 million to address the memorial’s circulation problem.

Opportunities or Future Needs Overall circulation enhancements should be considered in a comprehensive circula-
tion plan.

2. Walking Paths

Importance The memorial is one of few larger open spaces in El Paso and its walking paths offer
a parkland asset to the community by providing alternative walking surfaces to the
area’s concrete and asphalt pathways.

Concerns or Threats Certain weather elements and associated conditions (i.e. stormwater concerns)
present safety concerns.

There is no night-time and early morning security, which presents safety concerns.
The memorial is not well lit at night.

The memorial has received $100,000 for resurfacing and enhanced path mainte-
nance, but funds are insufficient for proposed overhauls.

Opportunities or Future Needs Enhanced trail design and various improvements should be considered in a compre-
hensive circulation plan.

Current plans discuss expanding paths and other circulation and landscape ele-
ments on the memorial’s southwest side.

Importance

Opportunities or Future Needs

Groundwater Well

The memorial depends on the groundwater well to pump 100 percent of the water it
uses for operational functions.

The well pumps 40 to 45-million gallons per year — enough water to meet the de-
mands of approximately 516 U.S. residents for one year (Western-Water, 2007).

The ability of the memorial’s well to continue to pump sufficient quantities of water
remains a major concern as the pump is aging and repair or replacement would be
extremely costly.

If pump fails, purchasing City of El Paso reclaimed water or another water source
would be costly.

The availability of a sustained water supply is also in jeopardy as the memorial relies
solely on groundwater to maintain its grass and other landscape features.

Due to the prolonged drought and inability of most regional municipalities to ade-
quately replenish groundwater supplies, the resource cannot be supplied indefinitely
via traditional groundwater sources.

Future possibility of increased salinity levels and decreased water quality as the well
is drilled deeper to reach the water table.

Enhance the NPS image through xeriscaping and xeroscaping practices and show-
case the agency’s sensitivity and leadership toward conservation projects on public
lands.

Draft a new comprehensive landscape management plan that highlights water con-
servation and natural landscaping techniques.
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. Other Cultural Resources

1. Murals

Importance  The memorial’s two prominent murals, Carlos Flores’ 1993 “Nuestra Herencia,”
which is painted on the outside walls of the visitor center and Hal Marcus’ vibrant
mural inside the visitor center, represent some of the memorial’s most significant
visual interpretation.

Flores’ 18-foot-high, 120-foot long mural, donated by the El Paso Junior League’s
Los Murales Project, illustrates the blending of U.S. and Mexican cultures and cap-
tures the spirit of resolution between the U.S. and Mexico.

The memorial’s murals are two of El Paso’s 100 well-known murals.

Concerns or Threats Primary concern is the aging visitor center — will the memorial be able to maintain
the mural if the visitor center is rebuilt?

Originally painted in 1993, Flores’ mural has not received artistic maintenance since
1997. Given time, a lack of maintenance will have an adverse impact on the integrity
of the painting.

Flores is in “bad health” and may not be able or willing to provide artistic mainte-
nance.

There are not many artists who can sustain the mural in Flores’ absence.
Marcus’ mural is not shown on the memorial’s website.

Memorial staff is indecisive whether the mural should be maintained or recreated by
another artist.
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Opportunities or Future Needs

2.

Importance

Murals are argued by some as something that should be left untouched indefinitely
and by others as intended to change over time. The memorial needs to decide
which side it will take on this issue.

Determine murals’ importance to public, then develop strategies that can include:

1) Restore murals and include it in the memorial’s “cyclic maintenance.”

2) Obtain restoration grant and hire restoration specialist familiar with auto
paint to restore Flores’ mural.

3) Protect Flores’ mural from elements by encasing in glass or constructing
covered patio for visitors to walk the length of mural.

4) Display Marcus’ mural on the memorial’s website and in brochures.

Or, it may be possible to create a new mural — possibly outdoors — by a new artist to
tell the story of the Chamizal.

Addis Collection

Represents large collection of Twentieth Century Mexican art by major artists such
as Rafael Coronel, Feliciano Bejar, Francisco Dos Amantes and Francisco Corzas.

Represents high concentration of regionally renowned artwork in one location.

Donated to the memorial in 1979 by Joy and Arthur Addis, the collection showcases
several artistic styles including stone lithographs, figurative paintings, and sculptures
spanning the late 1940s to early 1970s.
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Concerns or Threats

Opportunities or Future Needs

Concerns or Threats

Opportunities or Future Needs
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Without regular maintenance, the artwork could degrade in inadequate storage
facilities.

Some artwork is more vulnerable to damage and sensitive to storage conditions
than others.

Costs of shipping, storing, and showcasing artwork is a concern.

Make a traveling “show collection” display, which could advertise the memorial and
help it build presence in international art communities.

Display the Addis exhibit on the memorial’'s web site.

Complete a formal Collection Management plan to provide direction for the
collection.

Ambassador Ring

Personal signet ring of the United States Ambassador Thomas C. Mann, with
which he stamped the sealing wax with his initials on the signature page of the
Chamizal Convention.

The ambassador gave the ring to the NPS for display several years before his
death and since then there has been no formal disposition of its permanent status.

Determine the ring’s importance.

Better interpret the ring’s significance.



lll. Setting
1. International Boundary Geography

Importance  The memorial is located within one of the world’s largest border metroplexes.

Over 2.5 million people inhabit the El Paso — Ciudad Jaurez region and over 100,000
people circulate around the metroplex on a daily basis. Many of those people make
trips through the port of entry located adjacent to the memorial.

Memorial’s proximity to the internationally engineered Rio Grande/Rio Bravo canal,
which created the international border, makes it one of the most unique parklands in
the U.S.

Concerns or Threats  Politics surrounding the international boundary have changed dramatically through
the years, which hinder a free flow of visitors to and from Mexico.

The quality of life on the urban border has declined due to increased traffic volumes,
security congestion, and deteriorated air quality.

Memorial performers visiting from Mexico often experience long delays and security
hassles traveling to and from the U.S.

Opportunities or Future Needs  Work with the Department of Homeland Security to provide information to ports of
entry to alleviate entrance struggles for memorial associated performers and visitors.

2. International Migration Routes For Birds
Importance  The memorial’s plantings provide structure and food for migratory hummingbirds.

Habitats along the Rio Grande are important stopover sites during spring and fall
migration for birds that breed in New Mexico and areas further north.

Changes to the memorial’s landscape combined with climate trends can adversely
impact habitat quality for some species while enhance habitat for others.

Other disturbances to habitat along the Rio Grande could affect not only local
breeding landbird populations, but also neotropical and temperate migratory species
that may use the area for only a few days each migration season.

Determine how actively the memorial should attract hummingbirds and other migrat-
ing wildlife. For example, if the memorial wanted to attract hummingbirds, it could
install hummingbird feeders and modify the landscape to meet the needs of migrat-
ing wildlife.

The memorial can embrace the migratory habitat by interpreting the birds’ move-
ments through mixed media, including its website.

Interpret the ecology of migratory species through signs and other interpretive tools
on the memorial grounds or in a visitor center exhibit.

Partner with the Hummingbird Monitoring Network, a non-profit organization and
potential resource, that provides hummingbird information and technical assistance
regarding bird banding; long-term monitoring; training citizen science teams, and
increasing public awareness.

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Future Planning Needs

Summa
Y According to policies and procedure set forth by the NPS, a General Management

Plan must be prepared and revised in a timely manner every 15 to 20 years. The
current GMP for the memorial was prepared in 1986. In developing the foundation
document for this unit, it was uncertain when many of the necessary plans, assess-
ments and management documents were drafted and implemented. It was also dif-
ficult to gather the memorial’s most relevant information. One essential component
of the process involves inventorying and cataloging all pertinent data that relates to
the memorial. For example, the memorial has an existing GMP, landscape manage-
ment plan and circulation plan. However, these plans are antiquated and in several
instances, like circulation, are no longer relevant or valid. The production of a circula-
tion plan, among other plans suggested here, are clearly necessary for the memorial
to fulfill its purpose and carry forward reconfigured significance statements developed
at the foundation document workshop. In addition, the development of a historic
district management plan, historic structure reports, and a collections management
plan would be of great assistance for the planning process and the memorial’s future
management.

While conducting research for the foundation document, several critical public docu-
ments came to light. According to the Texas Historical Commission (THC) reference
number 74002069, the agency nominated the memorial as a commemorative property
and listed it on the National Register of Historic Places on February 4, 1974. Then

in March of 2005, the NPS Intermountain Region submitted a consensus Determina-
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tion of Eligibility (DOE) to the THC for the 27 concrete US-Mexico boundary fence
posts (HS-1 through HS-27). Since the Mexican boundary fence posts had never
been “formally documented” in previous designations, the NPS felt compelled to take
the necessary action to include them. The designation was intended to “correct that
deficiency” and have the Mexican boundary fence posts registered on the National
Register as well.

At the time of this printing, the initial designation of the district in 1974 is the only
Chamizal resource listed on the National Register, and no further addenda have been
made to indicate the addition of the 27 Mexican boundary fence posts. To resolve the
uncertainty of items included in the National Register it would be best to clarify the
elements included in the original designation. Furthermore, the planning team recom-
mends the memorial re-write and update its National Register definition to reflect its
purpose and significance and avoid perpetuating any ambiguity related to the unit’s
inclusion and importance for being listed. This finding will also considerably change
the way the unit operates and the manner in which it will conduct future planning
objectives. Since the memorial is acknowledged as a Historic District, it must abide
by the policies and procedures set forth by the National Historic Preservation Act of
1966, which established the intent of preserving historical and archaeological sites in
compliance with sections 106 and 110 of said act.

The planning team recommends that the memorial follow up the foundation document
with a GMP that establishes long-term goals needed to maintain the desired condi-
tions of the unit. Since the memorial is considered historic property, further research
is necessary to develop the memorial’s future objectives. A series of studies, analy-
ses, and detailed objective plans are necessary during this process. Results from this
research will provide a more comprehensive list of recommendations about specific
actions needed to include in the GMP to achieve these goals.

As future studies and assessments are conducted, the following concepts and prin-
ciples should be considered during the GMP planning process.

Conclusion Since the foundation document workshop held in October 2007, discussion has cen-

tered on why a GMP is necessary, what it would address and how it would be orga-
nized to best meet the memorial’s management needs. The scope of the foundation
document has also been discussed, especially related to the development of manage-
ment alternatives. Certain resources identified in the Analysis of Fundamental and
Other Resources and Values section of this document begin to identify such alterna-
tives. Should a foundation document provide such direct recommendations? If so, to
what level of detail?

Answering such questions challenges the fundamental extent of the foundation plan-
ning process. However, the process makes a concerted attempt to give current and
future managers planning tools that will help the memorial confront various threats
and opportunities related to its purpose. The planning team identified several plans
in this document that can guide the memorial’s future planning process — almost all
of which would be addressed in a revised GMP. The planning team strongly recom-
mends the memorial begin working on management plans and reports suggested in
the order indicated in this section to shape and revise its GMP.

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Appendix A: Legislative History

June 30, 1966 — An Act passed by the 89th U.S. Congress
established Chamizal National Memorial.

Public Law 89-479
89th Congress, H. R. 7402
June 30, 1966

An Act

To provide for the establishment of the Chamizal National Memorial in the City of El
Paso, Texas, and for other purposes
(80 Stat. 232).

Be it enacted by the Senate and the House of Representatives of the United States
of America in Congress assembled, that the Secretary of the Interior is authorized to
establish and develop a memorial to be known as the Chamizal National Memorial at
El Paso, Texas, on approximately fifty-five acres in the northeastern part of the por-
tion of Cordova Island acquired by the United States under the Convention between
the United States of America and the United Mexican States for the Solution of the
Problem of the Chamizal, signed at Mexico City August 29, 1963 (TIAS-5515). The
Chamizal National Memorial shall commemorate the harmonious settlement of the
long-standing boundary dispute between the United States and Mexico concerning
the Chamizal, an area of land situated to the north of the Rio Grande in the El Paso
Ciudad Juarez region.

Section 2. The Secretary of the Interior may, in his discretion, defer the establish-
ment of the Chamizal National Memorial until the city of El Paso or other governmen-
tal agencies of the State of Texas has submitted, and the Secretary has approved,

a comprehensive plan for the development of the remaining lands acquired by the
United States under the Chamizal Convention, August 29, 1963, upon their transfer to
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said city or other government agencies in the State of Texas under other provisions of
law. Such comprehensive plan shall include a development plan and work schedule
that is in the judgment of the Secretary compatible and coordinated with the develop-
ment plan and schedule for the Chamizal National Memorial.

Section 3. The Secretary of the Interior shall administer, protect, and develop such
memorial, subject to the provisions of the Act entitled “An Act to establish a National
Park Service, and for other purposes,” approved August 23, 1916 (39 Stat. 535; 16
U.S.C 1 et seq.), as amended and supplemented, and the Act entitled “An Act to pro-
vide for the preservation of historic American sites, buildings, objects, and antiquities
of national significance, and for other purposes,” approved August 21, 1935 (49 Stat.
666; 16 U.S.C. 461 et seq.).

Section 4. The Secretary of the Interior is authorized to cooperate and consult with the
city and county of El Paso, Texas, Texas Western College, local historical and preser-
vation societies, and other interested government agencies, associations and persons
in the utilization and preservation of the Chamizal National Memorial.

Section 5. There are hereby authorized to be appropriated such sums, but not more

than $2,060,000, for the development of the Chamizal National Memorial.
