Developing a Sequoia and Kings Canyon NP’s Climate Change and CAP’s Action Plan 

Using Module 2 of the CLIP Tool, facilitators will work with Park staff to assist them in selecting mitigation actions that have high GHG and CAP reduction potential. Some mitigation actions the Park may consider may not be currently in the CLIP Tool.  These items will be discussed and, if selected, will be added into the action plan after the workshop.  This is the list the Park will start with: 

    Energy Management

· Replace an existing device (e.g., boiler, heater, generator) with a renewable energy system.

· Replace an existing device (e.g., boiler, heater, generator) with a biotic fueled device.

· Install energy efficient light fixtures

· Purchase electricity from a renewable energy provider

· Increase the efficiency of an existing device (e.g., boiler, heater, generator).

· Other  

Transportation Management

· Reduce Visitor Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT)

· Reduce fuel consumption among park, concessionaire, and other vehicles.

· Reduce fuel consumption among non-road equipment

· Replace existing park, concessionaire, and other vehicles with alternative fuel vehicles and hybrids

· Reduce idling among trucks and buses

· Other

Waste Management and Other Emission Sources

· Manage waste through source reduction, composting, recycling, and combustion

· Increase the recycled content of purchased materials

· Reduce the amount of wastewater sent to wastewater treatment plants

· Reduce fertilizer applied to park lands.

· Reduce campfire, fireplace, and wood stove burning.

· Replace product use.

· Other

Education and Outreach – While the Education and Outreach Sheet of the Action Planning Module does not provide specific calculators, there are mitigation actions that can be selected and which the park should consider exploring during the workshop.

· Train interpreters to speak about climate change and air pollution.

· Develop materials to educate staff and visitors about climate change.

· Develop coordinated emission reduction efforts with park concessionaires.

· Develop coordinated emission reduction efforts with other parks enrolled in the CFP program.

· Support research on climate change and air pollution in the park.
