· Have students draw a map from the school to Cowpens National Battlefield. What landforms did they have to cross to get to the park? What would be different if they were marching instead of riding a bus?
· Have students write a short essay about their visit to Cowpens National Battlefield and share them with the class. The essays should include a description of the landscape, the weather conditions, the sounds that they heard, who was there, and what they did. As primary documents regarding their visit, discuss how each student’s personal perspective reflected the way s/he perceived what happened. How are the primary documents the same? Different?
· Complete the attached map exercise.
· Students will present a newscast, or present a virtual tour of the battlefield for the rest of the school.
· Discussion: What was the impact of the geographic factors (creeks, hills, etc.) and the weather on troop movements?
