On Site – NPS Staff-led
The walk is outside on the field where the battle was fought. All members of the group should be prepared for and dress appropriately for the weather. All teachers/chaperones must accompany the class on the 1.2-mile walk.
Students will be actively involved and not passive observers. Prior to arrival, they should understand and be able present a few sentences to the class about their research topic. NPS ranger will lead the group on the battlefield trail to explain the battle, identify stops, and to let students know when to add the results of their research. Limited to 30 students
View the 13-minute fiber-optic map program. Identify Charleston, Camden, Kings Mountain, and Cowpens on the map.
· Students will walk the battlefield trail with park staff and focus on their assigned topics and how Daniel Morgan used the battlefield terrain to his advantage.
· Optional activity: Students will make a video tape or take pictures while visiting the battlefield and, following the visit, present a newscast or virtual tour to the school.
· Optional activity: Visit the bookstore/gift shop to buy items that reinforce what was learned during the visit.
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
