Duties include staffing the Cowpens National Battlefield Visitor Center, greeting visitors, announce and start audiovisual programs, orient visitors to the park and local areas, answering the telephone and radio. Conducts sales of Eastern National publications using a cash register and credit card machine. May assist rangers with opening and closing the building. Keeps an accurate account of visitors entering the building and the AV program. Checks brochures and handouts to have available for visitors. As qualified, provides assistance and responds to in-depth questions about the battle and provides site talks. Volunteers will work a minimum of 32 hours per week, which may include holidays, weekends and special events (which includes evening shifts.) RV spot with utilities is included.
