Reservations may be made six months in advance. The sixth month will be open for reservations on the first weekday of each month beginning at 10:00am. Reservations are recommended and may be made by phone or fax Monday-Friday 10:00am to 4:OOpm. The reservation line is (912) 882-4335 or toll free at (877)860-6787. The fax line is (912) 673-7747. Please use the fax form provided. Mailed and e-mailed reservations will not be processed.

From March through November the ferry runs seven days a week. From December through February the ferry operates five days a week. There is no ferry service Tuesday and Wednesdays, December through February. The ferry will NOT transport pets or bicycles. The ferry departs St Marys at 9:OOam and 11:45am.

The ferry departs Cumberland Island at 10:15am and 4:45pm. On Wednesday through Saturday during the period from March through September, there is also a 2:45pm departure from the island.
