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In accordance with the regulations and the delegated authority provided in Title 36, Code of Federal
Regulations (“36 CFR”"), Chapter 1, Parts 1-7, authorized by Title 16 United States Code, Section 3, the
following provisions apply to all lands and waters administered by the National Park Service, within the
boundaries of Devils Postpile National Monument. Unless otherwise stated, these regulatory provisions
apply in addition to requirements contained in 36 CFR, Chapter 1, Paris 1-7.

Written determinations, which explain the reasoning behind the Superintendent’s use of discretionary
authority, as required by Section 1.5(c), appear in this document identified by italicized print.

L 36 CFR §1.5 — VISITING HOURS, PUBLIC USE LIMITS, CLOSURES. AND AREA
DESIGNATIONS FOR SPECIFIC USE OR ACTIVITIES

(a)(1) The following visiting hours and public use limits are established for all or for the
listed portions of the park, and the following closures are established for all or a portion of the
park to all public use or to a certain activity:

Closures:
¢ Monument Road: The Monument road is closed to public vehicular traffic whenever public
access to the USFS Inyo National Forest Minaret Vista to Reds Meadow Road is not open, or
when the NPS gate on the spur road is closed.

The only Road access to the Monument is through the Inyo National Forest Minaret Vista to
Reds Meadow Road. A paved NFS spur road off the Inyo National Forest provides access to
the developed area of visitor facilities and Monument administrative area. Prior to seasonal road
opening for visitor and preparing for winter closure, only administrative access is to be allowed
on the NPS spur road. An inappropriate use during public closure of the Reds Meadow Road is
for recreationalists to use vehicles on the road to access the Monument. During park
emergencies or unavailable parking the park gate may be closed not allowing legal access fto
the Monument.

"o Facilities & Buildings: All facilities and buildings used for the storage, treatment, or transmission
of electricity, gas, telephone, waste disposal, and domestic water. All facilities that include
employee housing, storage areas, and maintenance shop.

These facilities are closed to public entry to ensure employee and visitor safety, protection of
water and utility systems, and security to park equipment.

e Devils Postpile formation: The fallen columns, the cliff face, and the tops of the columns on the
cliff face are closed to all entry and recreational use including walking, hiking, scrambling and
climbing on rocks.

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The columnar basalt formation known as the Devils Postpile is geologically unigue. Every effort
is made to protect the formation from potential damage and for park visitors to view the
formation undisturbed by other humans and fo increase the probability of a safe experience.
The formation is subject to dramatic seismic and cumulative erosion events when columns may
topple.

Floatation Devices/Boats: The use of flotation devices, boats, or rafts is prohibited on the Upper
Middle Fork of the San Joaquin boundary from the northern boundary of Devils Postpile National
Monument to the southern boundary of Devils Postpile National Monument.

The management of this portion of the Upper Middle Fork of the San Joaguin must meet the
needs of all park users; including but not limited to photographers, fishérmen and those visitors
wishing to see undisturbed sections of a free flowing river. This closure is also necessary due to

'safety hazards, such as fallen trees and waterfalls to rafters or floaters. Removal of these

hazards would be contrary to park resource management policy.

Public Use Limits:

Limitation of DEPO Parking area to 65 vehicles during special events, or when an event outside
of DEPO may spill over and create significant impacts on DEPO. Due fo fraffic congestion,
pedestrian and automobile and motorcycle rider safety, soundscapes, and resource damage
during special events, a limit of 65 vehicles in the day use parking area of the Monument is
established. '

Sixty five is the number of parking spaces available within DEPQO when the parking lot is full with
a combination of cars, pickups, recreational vehicles, and moforcycles. At times, rangers have
been needed to manage the congested parking area, and have used this number as citing the
number of parking spaces available. The observations when the mandatory shuttle bus is not
operating, there are times when the demand for vehicle parking exceeds the space available in
the parking lot. This often results in vehicles parking along roadside slopes, in accessible only
parking spaces, in the campground, and in the vegetation. Unreasonable amounts of noise and
vehicle exhaust have also been observed in the campground and adjacent to wildemess, and
visitors have been disturbed by the same during motorcycle riding events. By having a number
count, this will allow Park Rangers to manage the amount of vehicles admitted fo the Monument.

The only horse crossing of the Upper Middle Fork of the San Joaquin in Devils Postpile
National Monument is at the Lower Arch Bridge. There are no river crossings allowed in
open water.

For the purpose of the following food storage restrictions, “food items” shall be defined as food
(human, pet and stock), coolers and ice chests (with or without contents), garbage (empty cans and
bottles, food wrappers, efc.), recyclables, first aid kits, cleaning solutions, drinks (canned or bottled),
toiletries (soaps, toothpaste, cosmetics, scented tissues, efc.), insect repellants, tobacco products,
and any other related scent items. Such items shall be stored or disposed of consistent with these
regulations. Dirty non-disposable tableware and cookware must be washed or stored as a food
itern.

¢ Food Storage restrictions apply to all persons in all areas of these parks.
 Food items must be stored in bear resistant food-storage lockers where provided.
o Where food-storage lockers are not provided, the following conditions apply:

o In residences and lodging facilities without bear-resistant food-storage lockers: All food
items must be stored inside and not be visible from the exterior of the building.

o In all other developed areas: Food items must be stored inside a vehicle trunk or, if the
vehicle has no trunk, must be placed as low in the vehicle as possible, and covered
from sight with the vehicle doors and windows closed.

o Inhard-sided and hard-topped vehicies: Food items may be stored in such vehicles that
contain built-in refrigerators, provided it is covered from sight with the vehicle doors and
windows closed. Shades must be drawn when the vehicle is not occupied.
