The WASO Park Planning and Special Studies Office is offering two sessions of the instructor-led park planning course. This course is the sequel to the seven-module on-line training, available through DOILearn, that provides an introduction to NPS park planning using the general management plan process as an example.

The course, led by NPS planners with extensive planning, public involvement and environmental compliance experience, will explore in greater depth and intensity the key planning concepts introduced in the web-based training modules and the importance of a logical and trackable decision process. It will also provide an excellent opportunity to network with others involved in park planning.  Although the major emphasis of the training will be on general management planning, implementation plans and program plans; public involvement and environmental compliance will also be addressed.
Course Content: 
· NPS Planning Framework—describing the different types of plans and choosing the most appropriate plan for the decision to be made
· Project Identification—determining the steps for a successful planning process
· Foundation Planning—identifying purpose, significance, special mandates, interpretive themes, and fundamental resources and values
· Scoping—involving your internal and external publics
· Current Condition Analysis—understanding current conditions and trends
· Alternative Concepts—creating the underlying philosophy or rationale that will guide alternatives development
· Desired Conditions by Management Zones—developing descriptions what the park would look like in the future
· Alternatives—exploring alternative futures for the park
· User Capacity—managing for quality resource conditions and visitor experience
· Environmental Impact Analysis—planning is NEPA compliance
· Estimating Implementation Costs—determining what should be included
· Preferred Alternative—using the Choosing by Advantages process
· Document—preparing the draft document, internal and public reviews and responding to comments
· Decision---preparing the final document and internal reviews
