PROGRAM THEME:

Battle wounds were not the only health risks faced by soldiers and hospital staff in the Civil War arena at Fort Scott.

GOALS:

1.  To show that more Civil War soldiers died of sickness and disease than from 

    battle wounds.

2. To show students the significance of the general hospital facility at Fort Scott.

3.  To guide students in an exercise that will require them to think about the 

     medical ailments and treatments of the Civil War.

OBJECTIVES:  After attending this program, the student will be able to:

1. Name at least 3 health problems treated at Fort Scott.

2. State 3 treatments for some of the mentioned illnesses.

3.  Explain why Fort Scott was a major military hospital facility during the Civil War.

OUTLINE:  45 minute program, 

· brief introduction to the Civil War

· introduction to the hospital at Fort Scott, including some information about

                the medical department procedures, instruments, equipment, and diseases

· division of students into the groups they were assigned to prior to the visit

· 15 minutes to diagnose and treat the disease or illness –

                 using props and flip charts 

· 5 minutes for the conclusion and discussion
