PROGRAM THEME:

2. To show the challenges that the Civil War brought to the town of Fort Scott.
3. To discuss the emotional impact that the war had on Fort Scott.

OBJECTIVES:  After participating in this program, the student will be able to:

1. Name three functions of Fort Scott during the Civil War.

2. List at least two challenges that the Civil War brought to Fort Scott. (feeding the refugees, housing the army, defending against possible Confederate invasion, etc.)
3. Describe at least one emotion felt by the townspeople of Fort Scott during the war.
