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The National Park Service is soliciting comments from the public on a proposed increase of entrance fees at Fort Scott National Historic Site.  The proposal calls for increasing the single entrance fee for adults (age 16 and over) from the current rate of $3.00 per person to $5.00 per person. The rate for an annual pass to the National Historic Site would likewise be raised from $15.00 per year to $20.00 per year. Children (age 15 and under) will continue to enter free of charge.





Entrance fees at the site were last raised in 2002.  The increase will bring the park entrance fee in line with similar National Park areas.  If enacted, the new rates would go into effect on January 1, 2008.
