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BRIEF HISTORY OF PLANT COLLECTING IN THE SNAKE RANGE

The Snake Range, which is approximately 60 miles long and has the second highest peak in
Nevada (Wheeler Peak, 13,063 ft.) has long been a favorite for occasional collecting by many
plant taxonomists. Over 20 collectors have deposited specimens from this range at the
Intermountain Herbarium at Utah State University. While earlier specimens exist at some of the
eastern U.S. herbaria, the earliest specimens encountered at the three Utah herbaria were
those of Walter P. Cottam.in 1928. Collectors from the period of 1933 through 1941 include
Bassett Maguire (86 specimens) and Reed C. Rollins (8 specimens). Collecting in the late 40’s
and the decade of the 50°s was indeed sparse, but in the 60’s Noel Holmgren, the most prolific
collector, deposited over 145 specimens at the Intermountain Herbarium. In the late 60’s and
early 70’s Mont E. Lewis accounted for over 100 specimens. In the 80’s Arnold Tiehm added
breadth to the floristic knowledge with over 50 specimens at USU. Other collectors of note
include: Arthur Cronquist, James L. Reveal, Margaret Williams, and Joel S. Tuhy. In order to
better understand the park flora and the influence of grazing within-the boundaries more
collectors should target the subalpine and alpine zones.
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INTRODUCTION

This checklist was assembled for several reasons:
1) The only other checklist of common plants of the area, Common Plants of Lehman Caves

National Monument and Wheeler Peak Scenic Area (circa 1976) has long been out of print;

2) Over 150 additional species have been found in the park and adjacent Snake Range that
were not recognized in 1976;

3) Changes have occurred in roads and trails since the Great Basin National Park was
established by Congress in 1986, which has led to a steady increase in visitation;

4) A list is needed which summarizes the known information of the flora for visitors, students

and vegetatlon managers.

The following list was compiled using literature published since 1960 and an examination of
over 1000 pressed specimens at the following herbaria: Intermountain Herbarium at Utah State
University, Logan, Utah, Garrett Herbarium at the University of Utah, Salt Lake City, Utah-and
the Herbarium at Brigham Young University, Provo, Utah. These data were supplemented with
the author’s personal experiences of collecting in the Snake Range for the past seven years.

Each entry includes the most frequently used common name, habitat information, flowering
period and special comments such as place of origin for alien species, sensitive species and
poisonous species. Only the most recent synonym(s) are given for taxa found in selected
literature. Family nomenclature follows Cronquist (1981); generic and specific epithet
nomenclature for the most part follows Kartesz (1987). Species are listed in phylogenetic order
by division: -Lycopodiophyta, Equisetophyta, Polypodiophyta, Pinophyta and Magnoliophyta
and by class Magnoliopsida and Liliopsida within Magnoliophyta. Within these groups species
are listed alphabetically by family, genus and species. There is no doubt that the checklist is
incomplete--an inherent problem in any catalog of plant species. Nevertheless, it is important
that an attempt be made to summarize plant data as we now understand it in the last decade
of the twentieth century. The author will appreciate receiving any changes in data about the

plant taxa included in this checklist.

The word "alien” in this checklist is used to refer to those plants that have migrated directly
into the park and adjacent Snake Range within the last hundred years, or those plants
remaining from cultivation, usually around abandoned places of habitation. The status of such
aliens is difficult to determine. Some floristic botanists feel that a checklist should include only
well established aliens, and exclude those recorded only once or twice. The author feels,
however, that in view of the increasing visitation to Great Basin National Park and the Snake
Range Ecosystem, an attempt should be made to document as many aliens as possible.
Changes in the status of aliens have occurred, and their role in the flora should be monitored
and periodically re-evaluated. Comparisons of checklists in other parks point to an increasing
