Fort Pickens Area Revised 6/2/2009
Welcome to the Fort Pickens Area.  We want you to have a safe visit to this area that was devastated by Hurricane Ivan in 2004 and received additional damage by the 2005 hurricanes.  The park staff continues to reopen areas and bring back services as soon as possible. Shade is limited so avoid direct sunlight between 10:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m.   Because of current conditions this summer, campers should be prepared for primitive camping or have self-contained campers. Please remove your trash.  Be aware of the following:         

· Speed limit is 15 mph from the entrance to the Ranger Station.  Be aware of work crews and heavy equipment throughout the park. 

· Observe the beach flag safety system.  Swim at Langdon Beach that has lifeguards.   
· Pets are not allowed on beaches, in the fortifications, or pavilions. Pets must be restrained on a leash at all times.
· Please observe “Closed Areas” for your protection.  Watch out for wildlife including snakes.

· Power and water will not be available in the campground until fall 2009.  Bring and drink plenty of water. Remember “One gallon of drinking water per person”.   Bring extra water.
· Trash dumpsters are located at the campground, fishing pier, and Battery Worth.

· Be safe and wear shoes while walking on the beach or while wading.  

· Insects including mosquitoes and yellow flies are plentiful so use repellent. 

· Fires are only permitted in the fire rings provided in the campground.  

· Glass containers are not allowed on beaches. 

· Night Owl Permits, Interagency passes and the Seashore’s annual pass are honored at the Fort Pickens Area.  Inquire at the entrance station for details. 

Fort Pickens Area is open from 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.  Only registered campers and individuals with Night Owl Permits are allowed after 10:00 p.m.  Call 911 for emergencies or *55 with a cell phone.
