(Diamond, Missouri) --- George Washington Carver National Monument Superintendent James R. Heaney announced that the park will be closed Thursday, December 25, 2008, and Friday, December 26, 2008, for the Christmas holiday.  On December 12, 2008, President Bush issued an Executive Order excusing all executive branch departments and agencies from duty on Friday, December 26, 2008.  The park will reopen to the public on Saturday, December 27, 2008, at 9 a.m.    

Administered by the National Park Service, an agency of the Department of the Interior, George Washington Carver National Monument preserves the birthplace and childhood home of George Washington Carver, scientist, educator, and humanitarian.
