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Commercial Use Authorization (CUA)
Conditions for Activities in Dyke Marsh Wildlife Preserve

Commercial Use Authorization holder or his/her representative is required to have a copy of
the Commercial Use Authorization (CUA) in his/her possession at all times when conducting
commercial activities in Dyke Marsh Wildlife Preserve. The authorization issued will be for
Dyke Marsh Wildlife Preserve only.

Please note: Violation of any of the conditions contained in this document is grounds for
immediate revocation of an authorization.

Groups must submit a proposed list of dates for scheduled trips to the GWMP Business Manager in
writing prior to scheduling activities. The CUA holider and all persons under his/her instruction will
exercise stringent safety precautions and report promptly to National Park Service Rangers alt activities
observed which endanger the safety of any park visitor.

CUA holders may navigate the channels and inlets of the Dyke Marsh Wildlife Preserve by non-motorized
watercraft and observe nature. CUA holders are not permitted to shock fish, hunt, and/or collect or
remove any plant or animal material from the park. )

Dyke Marsh Wildlife Preserve is an important and sensitive wetland resource. The CUA holder will insure
that all activities conducted under the provisions of the CUA are consistent with resource protection. The
CUA holder will protect the natural resources of the park and maintain good order, obey all park
regulations and policies and comply with instructions issued by National Park Service Rangers and U.S.
Park Police. The CUA carries no special privileges in reserving the use of any park area and public use of
the park is on a first-come, first-serve basis.

Boat access to the Potomac River and Dyke Marsh is restricted to the launch area at Belie Haven Marina.
The CUA does not waive boat launch fees due to the concessioner operating the boat faunch. The CUA
holder is responsible for insuring that ail required fees are paid to the concessioner.

No collection of fees, advertising, soliciting for services or other commercial activities will be permitted in
the park. The taking of photos, films, or videotapes for promotional purposes is not authorized under a
CUA. Dyke Marsh Wildlife Preserve, the National Park Service or the Department of Interior will not be
mentioned in any promotional material.
