11:00-12:00	Archeology Activity  Hear how we learn from what others leave behind. Try your hand at Archeology. 





11:00-12:00	Hike Planning  Teens complete an A.T. Junior Ranger Adventure booklet and earn a patch. 





12:00-1:00	Law Enforcement Activity  What does it take to be an NPS Law Enforcement officer? See the different hats, helmets, life vests, and other equipment a ranger wears.


 


12:30-2:00	Introductory Appalachian Trail Hike  Walk a 1.5-mile moderate loop around Harpers Ferry, including a short section of the Appalachian Trail, a view from Jefferson Rock, and a stop at the National A.T. visitor center. Sturdy shoes recommended.





1:45-2:30	Interpretation and Living History Ranger  Learn to be a historian by analyzing primary source documents, images, and objects to learn about people, events, and life in Harpers Ferry. This hands-on activity uses material culture from Harpers Ferry’s past to prepare and present a short presentation for all present.





2:30-3:30	Law Enforcement Activity  What does it take to be an NPS Law Enforcement officer? See the different hats, helmets, life vests, and other equipment a ranger wears.
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
