 Harpers Ferry, WV (6/22/07) – Superintendent Don Campbell announced today that Harpers Ferry National Historical Park has received two student transportation interpreters, thanks to the generous support of Ford Motor Company, The National Park Foundation, the Student Conservation Association and the National Park Service.  Jessica Dawson and Jennifer Seitz will spend the summer in the park, providing educational tours on the diverse history of Harpers Ferry including both Civil War and Civil Rights history.





“Park visitors will benefit from interpretive tours of Bolivar Heights Battlefield, Murphy Farm and Camp Hill, the site of historic Storer College,” states Superintendent Don Campbell.  “The transportation interpreters will use the park’s shuttle bus system and passenger van to help visitors experience some of the unique stories of Harpers Ferry.”

This year’s student transportation interpreters will spend 12 weeks sharing the wonders of Harpers Ferry with park visitors.  Each of the interns is a volunteer member of the Student Conservation Association, a national nonprofit organization that annually places high school and college students in hands-on conservation service positions.
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
