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Interior Secretary Salazar will continue the practice of admitting free-of-charge U.S. Veterans, members of the U.S. Armed Forces and their families to most public lands managed by the Dept. of the Interior and Agriculture, including Harpers Ferry National Historical Park, on November 11,Veterans Day.
