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On Saturday, April 10, 2009, history buffs and preservationists from around the country will team up with the eleventh annual Civil War Preservation Trust (CWPT) to help clean and restore America’s priceless battlefields, cemeteries and shrines. The nationwide effort – dubbed Park Day – is underwritten with a grant from History (formerly The History Channel).  Park Day is presented in partnership with Take Pride in America, a division of the U.S. Department of the Interior.


Harpers Ferry National Historical Park is one of the sites that will benefit from Park Day-related activities. Volunteers are needed to clean up the Schoolhouse Ridge North Battlefield. From 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. volunteers will remove vegetation from fence lines on the battlefield using hand tools. A second project, located on Camp Hill, will be installing 15-20 temporary log step-cribbing to mitigate erosion on the Lockwood House Trail. If time allows the CWPT volunteers will assist with the clean up of flood debris and trash removal from winter storms along the Potomac Shoreline. CWPT volunteers will meet on site at School House Ridge North Battlefield parking lot located on Bakerton Road 0.5 miles north of route 340. Volunteers should wear boots or sturdy shoes, bring a pair of work gloves, water, snacks and be prepared to get dirty. Tools and trash bags will be provided by the park. 





Park Day is an annual event sponsored by the Civil War Preservation Trust (CWPT). It is an excellent opportunity to bring Civil War enthusiasts and community activists together in an effort to help keep our nation’s Civil War heritage not only preserved, but also pristine, well kept, and cared for. This event will be held rain or shine.  T-shirts provided by CWPT will be available to all volunteers.
