Curtis Fuller who began his professional career over fifty years ago is one of jazz music’s finest trombonists.  His fluid and inviting sound is always creative and original.  He has recorded over thirty albums of his own as well as touring and recording with such jazz luminaries as John Coltrane, Art Blakey, Dizzy Gillespie and Count Basie.  This past March Fuller was presented with the Living Legend Jazz Award by the Kennedy Center.





John Handy is a renowned alto saxophonist who plays the tenor, saxello, baritone, clarinet, oboe and vocals. He is a consummate world musician and teacher who has devoted his life to using music to elevate the human spirit. His soulful and fiery saxophone style is instantly recognizable to generations of jazz fans world-wide. Along with his outstanding catalog of solo work Handy also recorded nine albums with Charles Mingus.
