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Due to rising flood waters, with a current predicted crest of 24-26 feet, Harpers Ferry National Historical Park announces the Lower Town District of the park will close Saturday, March 13, 2010 and remain closed until further notice.  Shuttle bus service will not operate.  The pedestrian footbridge across the Potomac River is also closed.





The Cavalier Heights Visitor Center and other areas of the park, such as Bolivar Heights, the Murphy Farm and School House Ridge Battlefield remain open 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Entrance fees will not be collected at the Cavalier Heights Visitor Center on Saturday and Sunday.
