Harpers Ferry National Historical Park has announced a one block closure of High Street from Hog Alley to Shenandoah Street on October 11, 2011.  This closure is a safety measure necessitated during the removal of a damaged Silver Maple tree from the terrace behind the Civil War Museum.  During this process a 110-ton mobile crane will be used to lower sections of the tree to the street. In addition to the street closure, all park exhibits on High Street and the Harper House will be closed. The closure begins at 8:00 a.m. and will continue to 4:00 p.m. or until the work is completed.





Traffic will be detoured to Hog Alley and Potomac Street.  Public Way will remain open.
