
Backcountry Overnight Stay Information:
Weather can vary greatly; temperatures 40-80 degrees Fahrenheit during the day, and
30-50 degrees Fahrenheit at night. Plan for rain. If it is stormy, winds can exceed 80
mph, with temperatures dropping well below freezing.

Hiking trail may be steep; terrain may include loose cinders and/or rocks.  Change in altitude can be from a high of 9780ft to a low of 6380ft.

Allow adequate time for travel.


Packing List (Necessities; not including food):
Ziploc bags (for used toilet paper along the trail)
Layered, warm clothing (avoid cotton)
Sturdy shoes/Extra socks (ankle support, preferable)
Full rain gear
Sunscreen and hat
Sunglasses
Water bottle; 2 liters/person/day
Lighter or matches (preferably waterproof)
Walking Sticks


Packing List (Suggested items):
Flashlight with fresh batteries
Camera
Sleeping Bag (warm)
Slippers (for wearing around the cabin after a long day in hiking shoes!)
Toiletries
Dishwashing Cloth/Scrubber
Playing Cards, Games, Books
First Aid Kit(s)

Water treatment supplies
Bags for trash

Can Opener

Campstove and fuel (campers only)
Lighter or matches (preferably waterproof)
Kindling (for cabin users only)
Dripless candles
Paper towels
Rx, including OTC for colds, etc. 

Ear plugs

Contact phone number(s)
