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	Little Gull Island Light Station (1806) is a five-story, 81-foot conical granite tower with a 19 foot diamter at base and walls 5.5 feet thick on a concrete foundation.  The architectural style is Second Empire with distinctive door lintel, cast iron central tower, stairs and watch deck floor.  Present tower first constructed and lit in 1869. 
Sits on approximately one acre of land above high water and is surrounded by rocky reefs. 
Marks one of the most dangerous waterways in the Northeast. (“The Race”).  An active aid to navigation owned by the U.S. Coast Guard (USCG).
