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Introduction

This bulletin is intended to guide
Federal agencies, State Preservation
Offices, Certified Local Govern-
ments, preservation professionals,
and interested individuals in iden-
tifying, evaluating, and nominating
designed historic landscapes to the
National Register of Historic Places.
Particular emphasis has been placed

on providing guidance for the suc-
cessful preparation of nominations
for designed historic landscapes. It
is assumed that any designed
historic landscape that is being con-
sidered for nomination to the
National Register of Historic Places
will have been the subject of a
preliminary survey. This bulletin
deals with designed historic land-
scape documentation, assessment,
and other related issues only as
