Tuition:

Per Diem:

Benefiting account pays travel and Per Diem.  NPS Servicewide funds are not available to help defray travel costs. Per Diem for Mesa Verde NP, Colorado is NTE $136 ($85 Lodging/$51 M&IE). To accommodate lunches and snacks in our remote setting we will cater these meals. Please include $50 ($10 per day for five days) in with the course tuition payment.

Travel:

All travel arrangements are to be made at your office using your park or office's guidelines. The closest airports with commercial service are:

· Durango, Colorado http://www.flydurango.com/home.html  about 1 to 1 ½ hours away

Once you have made your travel plans inform Rosemarie of your arrival location, she will help coordinate car pools if needed from either of the above airports. You will want to arrive in time for the Welcome Dessert at the Far View Lodge, Library (downstairs), beginning at 7:00 pm, Sunday, October 18th.

Course sessions begin at the Mesa Verde National Park Recreation Hall (Rec Hall) classroom at 8:00 am on Monday, October 19. The last session will end at 12:30 pm on Friday, October 23. When making return flight arrangements, allow adequate time to drive/ride to the airport, return a rental car, check-in, and go through security. Do not schedule your departure prior to the end of the course. Note: Participants who leave prior to 12:30 pm, Friday, October 23 will not receive credit or a completion certificate for the training.

Ground Transportation: There are two rental car agencies located at the Cortez airport and more at the Durango airport. Driving time from the Cortez airport to Mesa Verde is about 1 hour. Driving distance from Durango airport to Mesa Verde is about 1 ½ hour.
