ARCHAEOLOGICAL DAMAGE ASSESSEMENT CLASS

Class Announcement:
Archaeological Resource Investigations (ARI) has scheduled an offering of the firm’s five-day advanced Archaeological Damage Assessment Class in Dolores, Colorado, Monday, April 7 through Friday, April 11, 2008.  The National Park Service (NPS) at Mesa Verde National Park will be the sponsor for this class.  Information on the class location, lodging and logistics is provided as part of this announcement (see below).  The class description and schedule also are provided as part of this announcement (see below).  The class is open to all government, tribal and contract archaeologists.  The maximum number of participants allowed in the class is 17 so interested archaeologists should register as soon as possible.  The registration deadline for the class is close of business on Friday, March 14, 2008.   
Class Registration:

There is not a class registration form.  There are two steps in the class registration process:

2) Non-Bureau of Land Management participants:  contact ARI Archaeologist Martin McAllister (phone: 406-728-7195, email: ari@bigsky.net) to register and make arrangements for payment of the tuition fee.  Bureau of Land Management (BLM) participants also should contact McAllister for further information concerning registration and the tuition fee.     

 

The class tuition fee for non-BLM participants is $750.00.  (The BLM typically pays the tuition fee for BLM participants.)  Arrangements for payment of the tuition fee must be made by the class registration deadline.  Credit card charges (VISA, MasterCard or American Express) are the preferred method of payment.  (Credit cards will not be charged until after the class registration deadline or until after the class, depending upon the instructions of the participant.)  Checks and purchase orders also will be accepted.  If necessary, an invoice for the class tuition fee can be emailed or faxed to the participant or their agency prior to the class. NOTE:  A copy of the technical brief can be printed from the “print version (pdf) link on the right hand side of the first page.  Class participants should review the technical brief in advance of the class and bring a printed, three hole punched version of it with them to the class.  Three ring binders for the materials will be provided to class participants on Monday morning.  This binder also will be used for the sets of class reports that will be distributed to class participants on Thursday morning.  

As indicated in the class schedule, the class will be spending Monday afternoon in the field carrying out the field damage assessment procedures at a damaged site or sites.  Due to the number of topics to be covered on Monday morning, a formal lunch break will not be taken that day and participants should not expect to return from field until at least 5:00 P.M. or possibly later.  Please come to class on Monday morning prepared to go the field.  Please also bring a lunch or be prepared to purchase a lunch on Monday morning that can be eaten on the way to the field or at the damaged site.  If you are planning activities for Monday evening, please schedule them relative to when will be arriving back from the field.  (Monday afternoon is the only field time.)  Dress for the remainder of the class is casual.

As also indicated in the class schedule, Tuesday and Wednesday will be spent on archaeological value and cost of restoration and repair determinations that will be shown in tables and preparation of an archaeological damage assessment report.  Unless you are from the local area and have access to a desktop computer where you will be able to prepare the tables and the report, you MUST bring a laptop computer and a CD or USB flash drive with you to the class so you can prepare your tables and report on the laptop and copy them to the CD or flash drive for printing.  Desktop computer facilities will not be available for participants who do not work in the local area.  Please be sure that you are familiar with the operation of the laptop computer and that it is operating properly prior to the class.  Laptop computers will only be used Tuesday and Wednesday and it is not necessary to bring them to class on Monday, Thursday or Friday.

Each class participant will receive a certificate upon successful completion of the class.

Digital camera (if available; Polaroid cameras may be provided by the BLM)
Calculator 

Laptop computer and CD or USB flash drive for report preparation (unless desktop computer is available in the local area)

ARCHAEOLOGICAL DAMAGE ASSESSMENT CLASS

Class Description

The Archaeological Resources Protection Act of 1979 (ARPA) requires assessment of archaeological damages for criminal prosecutions and civil penalties under the act.  These assessments also are required for sentencing for archaeological violations under the Cultural Heritage Guideline adopted by the United States Sentencing Commission in 2002.  Archaeologists who may be called upon to provide assistance in archaeological violations cases on federal and Indian lands must be prepared to assess damages according to the legal standards established by ARPA and the act’s uniform regulations.  The ARPA archaeological damage assessment procedures also can be used effectively in dealing with violations of other laws, such as state archaeological protection statutes.

Archaeological Resource Investigations’ five-day Archaeological Damage Assessment Class provides training on all aspects of the damage assessment process.  The instructors for the class are archaeologists Martin McAllister and Chuck Wheeler.  McAllister is the recognized national authority on archaeological damage assessment.  Topics covered in the class are:

· Field damage assessment procedures

· Determination of archaeological value and cost of restoration and repair (including the Society for American Archaeology “Professional Standards for the Determination of Archaeological Value”)

· Archaeological damage assessment report preparation

· The role of the archaeologist in litigation

· Legal issues in archaeological cases

As shown in the accompanying class schedule, the class consists of:

· Lectures 

· A field damage assessment exercise at damaged archaeological sites

· A value and cost determination and damage assessment report preparation exercise 

· Presentation and critiques of the value and cost determinations and reports

The targeted participants for the class are professional archaeologists employed by federal, tribal and state land management agencies and professional contract archaeologists who may be called upon to carry out archaeological damage assessment.
