Monarch Tagging Program at Hopewell Culture National
Historical Park September 22, 2007

monarchs! Tagging involves placing a tiny sticker on the lower wing of captured monarchs. The program
is in conjunction with the University of Kansas Monarch Watch, and the goal is to gather information on the
location of monarch’s initial capture to its final destination. This information is used to determine flight
paths of migrating monarchs, weather influences on migration, survival rates, migration timing and overall

population size.
