James A. Garfield’s Military Life—A 180th Anniversary Event
A Civil War 150th Anniversary Program
James Abram Garfield was not yet 30 years old when the Civil War began, but he volunteered to fight for the Union shortly after Fort Sumter.  This special program, one of four commemorating the 180th anniversary of Garfield’s 1831 birth, will examine his time as a soldier, including his service as a regimental and brigade commander and as Chief of Staff of the Army of the Cumberland. Abraham Lincoln:  A Man of His Time, A Man for All Times: A Gilder-Lehrman Institute of American History Special Exhibit
A Civil War 150th Anniversary Program
This fascinating set of panels from the Gilder-Lehrman Institute illustrates that two centuries after his birth, Lincoln still speaks to Americans and the world. Raised on the Kentucky and Indiana frontiers, and formed by his experiences as a lawyer in Illinois, Lincoln wrestled with issues of race and rights, with the limits of political leadership, and with civil liberties during wartime. His administration advanced the idea of the United States as a single, unified nation, and he set an agenda for inclusive democracy that continues to have resonance today. The Life of Abraham Lincoln—A Civil War 150th Anniversary Program
In conjunction with the exhibit Abraham Lincoln: A Man for His Time, a Man for All Times, enjoy a special ranger program about the life of the 16th president.  Presentation will include details about the often complicated relationship between Lincoln and James A. Garfield.  Free of charge (though anyone 16 and over wishing to tour the Garfield home or exhibits is subject to the regular $5.00 entrance fee).

Saturday, September 10 – Sunday, September 11—11 a.m – 4 p.m. 
Civil War Encampment—A Civil War 150th Anniversary Program
In commemoration of the 150th anniversary of the Civil War, an encampment will take place on the weekend of September 10th and 11th. Union and Confederate reenactors will set up authentic campsites and be available to answer questions about life in the 1860’s. Programs will be scheduled on the hour including parade and marching, firing drills, and a bayonet charge. Visitors can stroll the grounds and stop by the sutler area where reproduction items from the mid 19th century can be purchased.

Children can join the mini militia and learn how to march while trying on authentic coats, belts, and haversacks. They can take part in a scavenger hunt and visit a special play area with soldier’s tent and equipment. Hours are 11-4 each day.
