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year-round staff, improvement of visitors' facilities, and establishment of an 
administrative site in King Salmon.    By 1965, the administrative site in King Salmon 
was functioning year-round, the Jeep Trail had been completed, and the concessioner had 
completed the first of its new lodges, Brooks Lodge.  These developments laid the 
foundation for the increasing visitation and further development of the following decades. 
 
Katmai National Monument received its first Superintendent, Gilbert E. Blinn, in 1971, 
improving all aspects of Monument management, now separate from Mt. McKinley 
National Park.  Efforts to add a large area to the southern section of the Monument 
between 1971 and 1974 were not successful.  The next few years focused on 
development and study of the existing Monument.  Development projects during this 
time improved the accommodations at Brooks Camp through the monitoring of water 
quality, installation of improved d electrical systems, and sewage improvements. 
 
As a result of ANILCA, in 1980 Katmai switched from being a National Monument to 
being a National Park.  The administrative organization known as Katmai was saddled 
with expanded duties.  Katmai personnel were thereafter responsible for the management 
of Aniakchak National Monument and the Alagnak Wild River, as well as for the newly 
expanded Katmai areas.  A series of development concept plans, a general management 
plan, and other planning initiatives helped Katmai management grapple with a wide 
variety of management challenges which arose in the wake of ANILCA.  These issues 
included harvesting of wildlife for subsistence, Native Allotment applications for private 
ownership of lands within Park boundaries, the impacts of increasing visitation, bear 
management, and facilities development.  All of these issues challenged Katmai to pursue 
new levels of strategic planning for careful management of Katmai’s natural and cultural 
resources.   
 
In 1989, the Exxon Valdez Oil Spill deposited oil on 320 miles of Katmai coastline.   
This environmental emergency led to the formation of oil spill contingency plans 
throughout the early 1990s.  Other initiatives of the 1990s included increased study of 
cultural resources, installation of a bear viewing platform at Brook's Camp, and 
continued planning for future resource management. 
 
In 1996, the Katmai organization merged with that of Lake Clark National Park to form 
Lake Clark-Katmai National Park and Preserve (LAKA).  Within LAKA, one 
Superintendent assumed responsibility of four park areas and many employees were 
assigned job functions spanning the borders of individual Parks and Monuments.  Even 
so, each park unit continued to be managed individually with its own funding and 
management goals, with the exception of Alagnak Wild River which continues to be 
managed through Katmai’s budget.  
 
Knowledge of the Katmai’s character and resources continues to grow through scientific 
investigations conducted cooperatively between the National Park Service and other 
bureaus, agencies, or independent researchers.  The U.S. Geological Survey, Bureau of 
Land Management, and the Mineral Management Service have, at different times, 
conducted studies to understand the geology of the Katmai region, as have several oil

exploration companies.  The presence of commercially important salmon spawning 
streams in Katmai has led to the cooperative management of fishery resources in the 
region by the National Park Service, the Alaska Department of Fish and Game, and the 
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Bureau of Commercial Fisheries.  Archeologists and 
historians continue to inventory the large number of important cultural resources of the 
Katmai region, such as historic cabins or evidence of prehistoric human activity in the 
area.   
 
The organization Katmai National Park and Preserve presently operates from two 
primary locations.  The field headquarters in King Salmon, Alaska and the administrative 
offices of LAKA in Anchorage, Alaska work together to continue the mission of 
managing the vast area of Katmai National Park and Preserve.  Increasing recreational 
visitation, continued environmental monitoring, and ongoing discovery of cultural 
resources continue to provide exciting challenges for present and future

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SCOPE AND CONTENT 
 
DESCRIPTION 
 
The Katmai Administrative Records contain official records of the National Park 
Service’s management of Katmai National Monument and Katmai National Park from 
1930 to 2001, including records created at all Katmai branch offices and Katmai field 
posts: Anchorage, King Salmon, and Kodiak offices, as well as assorted rangers' stations 
within the Park’s boundaries.  These records consist primarily of documents stored in 
Katmai’s central files at King Salmon, Alaska, before being archived.  Other records 
were brought directly to the Lake Clark/Katmai Study Center intermittently between 
1999 and 2002 when they were no longer needed for current business.  Log books, 
records of studies, and the records of the Exxon Valdez oil spill are not included. 
 
The wide variety of subjects and records makes a succinct summary quite a challenge.  
This record groups contains extensive correspondence from and to the Superintendent, 
program planning documents, drafts of program planning documents, public comments 
on program planning, plans and maps related to assorted development projects, 
environmental review documents, Superintendent’s reports, administrative reports 
submitted by researchers within the park, special use permits, reference material, maps 
pertaining to management plans, a few case incident reports, Native allotment inholdings 
case files, assorted memorandums and instructions from Regional or national offices, 
concessions contracts, examples of concessioners’ advertising, and other documents.  
Subjects covered include a wide variety of events and issues within Katmai: development 
projects, fisheries research, bear management, environmental assessment of Outer 
Continental Shelf oil development, transportation infrastructure, economic value of 
Katmai lands, law enforcement violations, park expansion initiatives, budget planning, 
legal contests involving land title of Native allotments, the Alaska National Park and 
Monument Association, and diverse other subjects.  Very little information is recorded 
regarding cultural resources, interpretation, museum collections, publications, minor 
maintenance projects, final budgets, personnel, meetings, travel, organizational structure, 
or any routine administrative activities.  The researcher will need to consult the record 
series descriptions and container list for more detailed information about the holdings of 
any particular record series.   
 
Documents totaling 2.5 linear feet were removed for de-accession, and approximately 10 
linear feet of records were removed to be processed as other collections. 
 
ORGANIZATION 
 
Before accession, most of the central files of Katmai National Monument and Katmai 
National Park were arranged according to NPS-19, the official National Park Service 
Director’s Order regarding file code classifications.  Records pre-dating that Director's 
Order, or otherwise not compliant with NPS-19, have been integrated with the dominant 
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arrangement.  For this reason, an understanding of NPS-19 file code classifications is 
very helpful for navigating the collection.   
 
The NPS-19 file code system divides records into twelve categories according to 
function.  These categories are identified by capital letters: A for Administration and 
Management, C for Concessions, D for Development and Maintenance, F for Fiscal, H 
for History and Archeology, K for Interpretation and Information, L for Lands, Water, 
and Recreation Planning, N for Natural and Social Sciences, P for Personnel, S for 
Supplies, Procurement, and Property, W for Laws and Legal Matters, and Y for Forestry.  
The letter corresponding to each of these general categories comprises the first 
component of a file's code. 
 
The second component of each file code is a two-digit number, varying according to a 
wide variety of subjects and functions defined by NPS-19.  For instance, while A 
indicates Administration and Management, A 26 indicates Reports, A 72 indicates 
Information Resource Management, D 18 indicates Program Planning, and so forth, 
forming the records into series.  All record series within the Katmai Administrative 
Records have been numbered consecutively from 1 to 91. 
 
Sometimes the official guidelines include, in addition to the alphanumeric code, a sub-
code to further differentiate subjects, forms, or functions of records.  For instance, while 
C 38 indicates Concessions Administration, the subseries C 3817 Prospectus, C 3819 
Insurance, and C 3821 Standard Language, further divide material into subcategories.  
Whenever it was helpful, these subcategories were used within the archives record group 
to define subseries of records.  Even so, not all series have subseries, and not all subseries 
correspond to a pre-defined sub-code.  For instance, Series 017, C 18 Advertising, is not 
sub-divided into any subseries, though it does contain 5 file units.  Series 019, C 38 
Concessions Administration, in addition to 7 subseries derived from NPS-19, also 
includes Subseries 017.1 C 38 General Concessions Administration.  The best way to get 
a feel for this arrangement is to simply skim over the record series list for the collection. 
 
A series of "General Correspondence," arranged by author rather than subject, has been 
appended to the alphanumeric classification series.   
 
PROVENANCE 
 
The central files of the Katmai administrative office in King Salmon form the heart of 
this record group.  These records were brought to Anchorage in April, 2001.  Some of 
them were taken to the Alaska Regional Office and assigned accession number ARCC-
00333, while others were taken to the Lake Clark-Katmai Study Center and combined 
with a set of smaller accessions that had intermittently accumulated in the collections 
room, together known as KATM-00283.   
 
The processing archivist  re-combined these records, including the undocumented 
additions to KATM-00283, in July, 2002.  The Alaska Region’s accession, ARCC-00333, 
was treated as yet another addition to KATM-00283, and so the two became one.  This 
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act was intended to unite all of Katmai’ administrative records into one record group for 
processing. 
 
Midway during archival processing of the Katmai Administrative Records, accession 
number KATM-00301 was brought to the processing archivist’s attention.  KATM-00301 
consisted of the same sort of materials as already included in KATM-00283, so it was 
arranged into the present collection of Katmai Administrative Records, retaining its own 
accession number. 
 
ASSOCIATED  MATERIALS 
 
Some records that were originally part of KATM-00283 and ARCC-00333 have been 
separated for individual cataloging, in deference to the preferences of Cultural Resources 
staff.  All log books are being treated as museum objects and cataloged individually.  All 
records of study projects have been removed to be processed individually.  One audio 
recording was removed for inclusion in the oral history collections.  A few other 
documents were diverted to the accession folders of artifacts.  The records relating to 
Aniakchak National Monument, Alagnak Wild River, and Lake Clark National Park have 
been removed in order to be processed as separate park-specific collections.  The records 
of the Exxon Valdez oil spill response have also been separated to form a separate record 
group.  Collected reference materials have been removed for inclusion in the "Media 
File."  Several non-records were also separated to be handled as library material for 
ongoing secondary research value.

A 
memorandum from Associate Director, Management and Operations to Field Directorate and All Park 
Superintendents, 1980, reminds park personnel of the risks, symptoms and proper precautions associated with 
giardia.

One file folder contains leases and correspondence associated with the use of office space in Kodiak, Alaska.  
Principal correspondents are David A. Funk, Realty Specialist and Island Professional Building, Inc.  One lease, 
numbered 1443 CX 9700 92 005, was valid from October 1, 1991 to September 30, 1993.  The other lease, 
numbered 1443CX970093028, was valid October 1, 1993 to March 31, 1994. 
 

Series 014, A 90 PERMITS, 1966, 1973-1981, 1983-1987, 1992-1993, 1996  
 
Three subseries are organized according to the NPS-19 file code designations for collecting permits, motion 
picture filming permits and recreational use permits.

Five folders are arranged alphabetically, with a file of assorted others following these.  Many of these 
collecting permits were originally filed with a corresponding special use permit.

The brochure is stored in legal-sized 
housing for preservation purposes.  The April-May, 1975 issue of Trends, published by the National Park Service, 
focuses on environmental education issues.

Commercial Use License Directory,” summarizes commercial use license holders by name, address and park area 
(1981/Sep.).  A five page report lists “persons who have historically used the Alagnak River or who have 
commercial use permits to use the area” (1982/June).  An un-dated and un-signed desktop printout is entitled 
“Master List Hunting Guide Areas.”  This document lists the names of guides and quad sheets within Katmai 
National Park and Preserve which concern each individual.  Three un-dated and un-signed photocopies each 
outline a set of limitations regarding one of the following “Incidental Air Transportation,” “Air Taxi Operator,” 
and “Guided Summer Activities.”  All three of these printouts are headed, “Attachment A.”  Also included in this 
folder is a list of aircraft registration numbers and owners (nd). 
 
 

Series 17.  C 18 ADVERTISING, 1955, 1980, 1988-1989, nd 
 
Five folders are arranged alphabetically by corporate name of concessioner. 
 
Correspondence between the Katmai Superintendent and representatives of assorted concessioner companies deals 
with Park Service approval of concessioners' advertising claims and rates.  Also included are diverse examples of 
concessioner flyers and brochures. 
 

Series 18. C 26 REPORTS, 1980-1991, 1995-1996 
 
Two subseries, derived from the NPS-19 file codes, C 2621 Annual Reports and C 2623 Situation Reports, were 
mostly so classified originally, but in some cases the reports were removed from annual concessioner files in order 
to make them more retrievable.  Annual concessioner activity reports document visitor use of concessioners' 
facilities.  Case incident logs document alleged misbehavior of concessioners' employees.  Financial report relate 
to concessioners' operations.  An environmental review of Wien Air Camp describes the conditions at Wien Air's 
Battle Lake waste disposal site. 
 

Subseries 1.  C 2621 ANNUAL REPORTS,  1980-1984, 1987-1991 
 
Four folders are arranged into two sub-classes: activity reports and financial reports.  Within each class, 
folders are chronologically ordered. 
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Annual summaries of concessioners' activities and annual financial reports for Katmailand, Inc. and Wien 
Air. 
 
Subseries 2.  SITUATION REPORTS, 1985-1989, 1991, 1995-1996 
 
Three folders of chronologically arranged case incident reports are followed by a file of the Wien Air 
environmental review report of 1980-1981. 
 
Case incident reports document park ranger observations of suspected illegal activity regarding 
concessioners.  Originally, these documents were filed within the annual concessioner files along with 
contracts and other materials.  The folder on Wien Air's camp documents environmental review of Wien Air's 
facilities. 
 

Series 19. C 38 CONCESSIONS ADMINISTRATION, 1953-1966, 1968-1970, 1972-1997, nd 
 
This series is organized into eight subseries, primarily corresponding to numeric sub-codes of the NPS-19 official 
file classifications, with a couple of exceptions.  The file code C 3828 is most likely a local addition to the usual 
NPS-19 classifications. 
 
This series documents all aspects of concessions administration.  See subseries descriptions for more information. 
 

Subseries 1 GENERAL CONCESSIONS ADMINISTRATION, 1953-1958, 1960, 1962, 1972-
1996, nd 
 
This subseries is arranged into two categories: correspondence and policies/guidelines, in that order.   
Correspondence is arranged alphabetically by company and chronologically thereafter.  Policies/Guidelines is 
strictly chronological. Within both the correspondence and policy/guideline runs of records, folders of 
assorted material are arranged after the more specifically defined folders. 
 
Materials that could not be properly assigned numeric sub-codes within concessions administration were 
assembled here.  Many items and folders were separated from the original concessions contracts folders, 
leaving those folders for contracts only.  Within the two main categories of the General Concessions 
Administration subseries, "Correspondence" and "Policies," many more specific groupings are apparent on 
the folder level.

One file folder corresponds to the NPS-19 code C 3817.  In addition to the text of a formal prospectus for 
solicitation of concessioner services at Katmai and related memorandums, this folder contains a 1979 
document, "Proposed Fact Sheet Under Which a Concession Contract Will Be Negotiated for the Lodging, 
Food Service, Wildlife Tour, and Related Facilities at Katmai National Monument, Alaska" and the draft text 
for a prospectus for solicitation of concessioner services (nd). 
 
Subseries 3.  C 3819 INSURANCE, 1988-1995, 1997 
 
Five folders are sorted alphabetically primarily by concessioner, then chronologically.  Concessioner 
certification and replacement cost estimates are documented in reference to Katmailand, Inc. and Wien Air, 
Alaska. 
 
Subseries 4.  C 3821 STANDARD LANGUAGE, 1979, nd 
 
A 43-page document, "Standard Language to Be Used, Where Applicable, in Concession Contracts," by the 
United States Department of the Interior National Park Service (September, 1978), offers guidance for the 
preparation of concessions contracts, and it is accompanied by a photocopy of the cover memorandum from 
Associate Director, Management and Operations to All Regional Directors (January 10, 1979).  A half inch 
thick un-dated document, entitled "Statement of Requirements Under Which a Concession Contract will be 
Negotiated for the Continued Operation of Lodging, Food Service, Wildlife Tour, and Related Facilities and 
Services with the Brooks River and Grosvenor Camp Areas of Katmai National Monument, Alaska," 
includes a sample contract and discussion of various National Park Service policies concerning concessions 
management. 
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Subseries 5.  C3823 CONTRACTS AND PERMITS, 1954-1961, 1965-1966, 1968-1970, 1972-
1973, 1975-1978, 1980-1982, 1986, 1988-1990, 1995 

 
Alphabetical by contractor, then chronological. 
 
Subseries 6. C3825 FRANCHISE FEES, 1988-1992, 1994/Jan., 1996/Apr. 
 
Two folders, arranged chronologically, contents sorted by accession, document the assessment and collection 
of Katmailand's franchise fees for concessions operations within Katmai National Park and Preserve. 
 
Subseries 7.  C3827 COMMERCIAL USE LICENSE, 1980, 1982, 1988-1994 
 
Commercial Use License applications document the permission for Katmai Air and Katmailand to operate 
within Katmai National Monument and Katmai National Park. 
 
Subseries 8.  C 3828 UTILITIES FEES FOR CONCESSIONERS, 1983-1994, 1996-1997, nd 
 
Three folders are arranged alphabetically according to subject, either "General Policies" or "Katmailand," 
then chronologically.  Correspondence, billing statements and reports document the setting of utilities rates 
charged by Katmai National Park and Preserve as well as the payment of fees by Katmailand, Inc. 
 

Series 20.  C 42 EMPLOYMENT AND LABOR, 1988-1990, 1996 
 
Two folders, arranged chronologically, contain signed statements, copies of identification, work history and other 
records pertaining to the certification of guides on American Creek, within Katmai National Park and Preserve. 
 

Series 21.  C 50 RATES, 1968, 1976-1983, 1985-1996 
 
Six folders are arranged alphabetically by concessioner, then chronologically by earliest year within each folder.  
Reference materials are arranged as the last folder within this series. The justification for setting concessioners' 
rates is documented, primarily through correspondence, with comparisons to other companies, negotiations 
between the Park Service and the concessioner, advertisements and other documents. 
 

Series 22.  C 58 BUILDINGS AND OTHER FACILITIES, 1960, 1983-1984, 1986-1990, 1992, 1993,

Four subseries group categories of records together: Construction, Inventories & Appraisals, Photographs, and 
Possessory Interest.  These four categories are arranged alphabetically, with sub-categories alphabetically arranged 
within each of these four basic groups.

Four folders are arranged alphabetically by function: archeological clearance, maps & plans, and 
reimbursement approval.  Records dealing with construction, maintenance and inventory of concessioners' 
facilities within Katmai National Park and Preserve document a variety of projects and concerns. 
 
Subseries 2.  INVENTORIES AND APPRAISALS, 1960, 1990, 1993, nd 
 
These two folders, ordered alphabetically by form,  have been put together from materials originally filed 
within annual concessioners' folders.  This subseries documents the historical development of concessioners' 
facilities within Katmai National Monument and Katmai National Park and Preserve.  Both general 
inventories and detailed records of individual buildings are included. 
 
Subseries 3.  PHOTOGRAPHS, 1986-1987 
 
Eighteen color Polaroid photographs depict Kulik Garbage Dump (August 19, 1987), Brooks Lodge-
Maintenance Area (August 26, 1986) and Grosvenor Lodge (July 30, 1986).  Subjects are primarily oil 
drums, boats and buildings.  Eight 3 ½" x 5" color photographs are glued to white paper with the headings 
either "Lodge Facilities" or "Fish House." 
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Subseries 4.  POSSESSORY INTEREST, 1986,1988, 1990-1991 
 
Assorted charts and correspondence document the possessory interest of Katmailand in facilities located 
within Katmai National Park.  A March 19, 1991 legal-sized table has been separated to legal-sized housing 
for preservation. 
 

Series 23.  C 62 CONCESSIONS REVIEW PROGRAM, 1973, 1975-1976, 1978-1995, nd 
 
This series houses all documents dealing with the evaluation and rating of concessioners within Katmai parks. 
 

Subseries 1.  C 62 CONCESSIONS EVALUATION PROGRAM, 1975, 1978-1979, nd 
 
Two file folders are arranged alphabetically by form.  General policy and procedure for the evaluation of 
concessioners' services is documented through correspondence and handbooks. 
 
Subseries 2.  C 6215 OPERATIONAL PERFORMANCE, 1973, 1975-1976, 1978-1995 
 
Folders are arranged alphabetically by concessioner, then chronologically.  The primary subjects of this 
subseries are Katmailand, Inc. and Wien Air, Alaska. 
 
Subseries 3.  C 6221 LOSS CONTROL, 1989-1992, 1994, nd 
 
Three folders: "Loss Control Plans," "Review of Loss Control Plans," and "1990 Buss Accident" are arranged 
in a more or less logical progression.  First, plans, then reviews of plans, finally other matters. These records 
document Katmailand's loss control plans, reviews of those plans and other loss control issues, such as the 
1990 bus accident.

A photocopy of a letter from Katmai Park Ranger Bruce M. Kaye to Redwoods Wildlife Biologist Robert A. 
Riggs summarizes the Katmai bear management program and incidentally refers to the closing date of Brooks 
Lodge (February 12, 1980).  Other items of correspondence, between Katmai Superintendents G. Ray Bane and 
David K. Morris and Katmailand's Raymond F. Petersen, refer to the operating season of Katmailand concessions 
and other concessions issues.

Management Plan representatives (nd) and two items of correspondence between Katherine L. Jope, 
Resource Management Specialist, and Bristol Bay Coastal Resource Service Area (May, 1983).  A cover 
page for a schedule or announcement of public meetings to be held from January to March, 1983 is attached 
to the business card of Karen Wood McGuinness of Alaska Department of Natural Resources.  One page of 
handwritten notes pertains to various alternatives proposed for the plan.  An un-dated three-page flier or 
handout summarizes the issues and purpose of the Bristol Bay Cooperative Management Plan.  A two-page 
chart summarizes "Key Provisions of Management Alternatives" (nd).  Nineteen letter-sized maps of the 
Alaska Peninsula illustrate different aspects of the various proposed alternative plans.  Sixteen pages from the 
"Preliminary Draft Plan Development Alternatives" are also included (November8, 1982).  A copy of a letter 
from Fish and Wildlife Service Regional Director to the Federal Cochairman, Alaska Land Use Council, 
discusses the preparation of environmental impact statements (November 4, 1982).   A tri-fold brochure, blue 
ink on cream paper describes the Bristol Bay Cooperative Management Plan program and encourages public 
involvement.  This brochure includes a map of the Alaska Peninsula region and graphics of wildlife, fish and 
mountains, and has been separated to oversized housing for preservation purposes.  A photocopy of a 
memorandum from Alaska Regional Director to Dave Simpson, Project Manager, Bristol Bay Cooperative 
Management Plan contains official NPS review of Volume 1 of the draft plan (February 17, 1984).  A booklet 
printed by the Bristol Bay Native Association and prepared by Patty Beck, Economic Development Planner, 
is entitled "The Villages of Bristol Bay and Their Development Priorities" (nd).  This booklet includes many 
photographs and statistical summaries of various villages in the Bristol Bay Region highlighting development 
needs.  Two memorandums between the National Park Service and Fish and Wildlife Service discuss the 
Bristol Bay Regional Management Plan (March-April, 1985).

29, 1970 with a cover letter from Alaska Office Acting General Superintendent Charles C. Schmid to Katmai

"Work Order B-1 and Related Documents" deals with an "overlook cabin" at an undisclosed location within 
Katmai National Monument.

Two 
letters between Superintendent Oscar T. Dick and Ranger-in-Charge Darrell L. Coe address signs and markers 
within Brooks Camp.

Been, includes a tabulated list of cannery and fish and clam processors "operating in the vicinity of Shelikof 
Strait whos[e] fishing boats and crews, in part, might work the waters adjoining the Katmai National 
Monument." 
 
Subseries 5.  L 3023  MINING AND MINERALS, 1947-1957, 1964-1966, 1974, 1983-1994, nd 
 
Records are divided by form into three categories: correspondence, regulations and reports.  File folders are 
arranged in that order and then chronologically.  Correspondence, reports, and the text of regulations discuss 
mining and mineral exploration within Katmai National Monument and Katmai National Park and Preserve.

This folder contains letters and memorandums dealing with an assortment of issues such as scoping reports for

It just so happens that all of these documents were issued 
by the Alaska Department of Natural Resources, mostly concerning the sale of off shore oil leases in waters 
adjacent to Katmai National Park and Preserve.  These records include announcements from the Department 
of Natural Resources, draft comments by Park Service personnel at the Regional and park level, and internal 
memorandums. 
 

Series 70. N 14 ANIMAL AND PLANT LIFE (OBSERVATIONS AND STUDIES), 1940, 1950-1954, 
1956, 1958-1994 

 
Five subseries largely correspond to the NPS-19 file code designations: "N 14 General Observations," "N1419 
Birds," "N 1423 Fish,"  "N 1425 Shellfish," and "N1427 Mammals."  This series of records deals with an 
assortment of research studies and observations.  Very similar to the N 2219 subseries of records, the distinction 
between the two is sometimes completely arbitrary or else based soundly in the original filing practices of the 
records creators.  Nonetheless, original filing practices were by no means consistent.

Correspondence from and to the Katmai Superintendent, Research Biologist Richard G. Prasil, and others 
addresses various wildlife observation projects within Katmai National Monument.  Reports address a seal 
count along the Shelikof Coast, Lepus othus skeletal remains, a visitor's encounter with a wolf along the 
Ukak River Trail (1970), and a biological survey of the proposed addition to Katmai National Monument 
(1977).  A one-page copy of field notes lists "animal sightings," June 12 to July, 1, 1968, by R. R. Stoddard.  
A one-page report by Richard Russell, 1976, contains his personal observations of wildlife and weather at 
Brooks River, from a pleasure trip.  An August 12, 1980 report, originally filed with the special use permit, 
lists the wildlife observed by PhotoGravity Company personnel working for Amoco Production Company in 
Bristol Bay. 
 
Subseries 2.   N 1419 BIRDS, 1967, 1976-1977, 1984 
 
A memorandum of thanks from Paul Arneson to Katherine L. Jope (1984), four investigator's annual reports 
submitted by Will Troyer in reference to bald eagle observations (1976-1977), and a memorandum from 
Katmai Management Assistant Darrell L. Coe to the Katmai Superintendent deal with assorted bird 
observations. 
 
Subseries 3.   N 1423 FISH, 1940, 1950-1956, 1958-1967, 1970, 1972-1994 
 
Materials are sorted into folders based on subject activity, secondly by chronology.   The general level of 
arrangement proceeds as follows: Katmai activities (five folders), Cooperative Studies (four folders), studies 
by other agencies or organizations (10 folders), "Speeches and Papers Presented" (one folder), then "River 
and Stream Survey records" (one folder).  After each of these general levels of arrangement, materials are 
grouped alphabetically by name, where appropriate and arranged chronologically.

Investigator's annual reports and related correspondence deal with work done principally by Rodney J. Kaiser 
concerning Paralytic shellfish poisoning monitoring and population studies of razor clams.

Five file folders are arranged chronologically by the earliest dated material in each file folder. 
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The administrative records of research and studies within Katmai National Monument and Katmai National 
Park and Preserve.   These records include investigators' annual reports, correspondence, periodic reports, and 
in some cases, final reports. 
 

Series 71. N 16 MANAGEMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES AND AREAS, 1950-1951, 1955-

This series is broken into 10 subseries, largely corresponding to NPS-19 filing sub-codes, but including some 
additional categories: "N 16 Resource Management Training Program," "N 16 Volcanic and Geothermal 
Resources Workshop," "N 16 Cave Management," "N 16 ATV Use," "N 1615 Wildlife," "N 1619 Water Life:

Letters received and sent by various members of the National 
Park Service address diverse Paleontological subjects: the results of the 1992 Minerals Management Service 
Lower cook Inlet AMRAP field study, pamphlets about ammonites, and an ammonite observed near the 
Katmai border.  Correspondence include Amoco Production Company, Chugach Gem and Mineral Society, 
and the Minerals Management Service.

The Katmai 
Superintendent's courtesy copy of a letter from the Secretary of the Interior to the President of the United States 
(1950), a proposed executive order that would regarding a pumicite site (nd), and a courtesy copy of a letter from 
the Secretary of the Interior to the President of the United States (1942), advocate changes to the management of 
Katmai National Monument.  The legal-sized proposal has been removed for preservation. 
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Series 84.  W 32 CIVIL LITIGATION / COURT PROCEDURES, 1971, 1973, 1976-1977, 1979, 1982-
1986, 1988, 1990, 1992-1993, 1997-1998, 2000 

 
This series of records is separated into two subseries based on particular cases: "Native Allotment AA-7604" and
