pH: hydrogen ion concentration measured on a standard scale of 7 being neutral, above 7 being base or alkaline (low hydrogen concentration or accepts hydrogen atoms) and below 7 being acid (high concentration and yielding hydrogen and an anion. (Solomon & Berg & Martin & Villee, 1993, p.1)

Ion: an atom or group of atoms that have a charge from losing or gaining an electron. Cation is a positive charged ion.  Anion is a negative charged ion
