Assumptions:

- Because when many frogs are calling, it is hard to tell how many are actually calling, we use 5+ for anything more than 5 distinct calls

- We assume, even though we know better that frogs are spaced at least two feet apart to distinguish calls.

- We assume, and this is a good assumption, that if conditions are right, the frogs will be calling.  Weather, adequate food, and time of year are conditions that impact calling by male frogs.

- We assume, and this has been supported by other studies, the ratio of males to females remains fairly constant from year to year.  This means that if the males in the population are present from year to year, the females are as well.

There are five stations, the swamp, visitor center VC, beaver bridge BB, Chesapeake station CS, and end of ponds EP.  Temperature is approximate and in Fahrenheit.
