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Klondike Gold Rush National Historical Park wishes to remind visitors that the collecting of mushrooms and berries is allowed in the park.  The harvest of mushrooms is limited to three gallons per day for non-commercial use.  Commercial collecting is strictly prohibited.  For your safety, please learn to properly identify berries or mushrooms before eating.





The National Park Service reminds hunters and trappers that federal lands owned as part of Klondike Gold Rush National Historical Park are closed to all hunting, trapping, and subsistence activities.  Federally owned parcels exist in Dyea, the Chilkoot Trail, and White Pass.  State owned lands within the boundaries of Klondike Gold Rush National Historical Park are open to hunting and trapping in accordance with state law.  Maps of National Park Service owned and managed lands are available at the park headquarters at Second and Broadway in Skagway.   
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
