Fire Closes Roads and Campground at Lava Beds National Monument
Fire personnel are fighting the Jack Fire which was ignited by lightning and detected around 9:00 PM on August 17th.  The fire is located in the northern section of Lava Beds National Monument and adjacent lands north of the Monument.  The fire is estimated to have burned over 4000 acres.  Suppression efforts have been hampered by strong winds.
The fire is being managed as a  multi-agency fire suppression operation with resources from the National Park Service, US Forest Service, US Fish & Wildlife Service, Tule Lake Volunteer Fire Department, CALFIRE, Bureau of Land Management, and private contractors.    An Incident Management Team is scheduled to arrive to manage the fire.  
Access to Lava Beds National Monument is limited due to fire operations.  The southern roads through Tionesta and the Medicine Lake road are currently both open.  Monument roads north of the Medicine Lake road are closed.

The Indian Well campground is presently closed.  Additionally, the back country is closed by the Superintendent to ensure visitor safety while the fire is being suppressed.  The Visitor Center is currently open during regular operating hours.  Additional closures may be implemented at any time due to emergency conditions.  There is no estimate for control at this time.
