Dear Park Friend:

The National Park Service (NPS) will celebrate its 100th anniversary in 2016.  President Bush has challenged the NPS and the American people to work together over the next 10 years to strengthen the parks and prepare them for another century of conservation, preservation and public enjoyment. 

This initiative was conceived to fully prepare us for the upcoming NPS centennial in 2016, but more importantly, it will help assure national parks will remain healthy and functional far into the future, for our grandchildren, their children and beyond. We want to make certain your interests, input and expectations are considered as the NPS continues to protect these enduring natural and cultural resources. 

In this new initiative we can revisit the foundation of the environmental movement that gave us the first national parks in the Organic Act of 1916 and the Alaska National Interest Lands Conservation Act (ANILCA) that established most parks and preserves in Alaska in 1980. I want to encourage area residents, new park advocates, Native Alaskans and organizations to share with us their appreciation, desires and disappointments of national parks. It is only through this ongoing dialogue that this most special connection between humans and their true natural environment will continue.
