National Park. (Session Laws of Idaho, 189G-91, p. 40)

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho,
That pursuant to article one, section eight, pllragraph
seventeen, of the Constitution of the United States,.
consent to purchase is hereby given and exclusive juris-
diction ceded to the United States over and with respect
to all lands embraced within the military posts and res-
ervations of Fort Sherman and Boise Barracks, together
with such other lands in the State as may be now or
hereafter acquired and held by the United States for
military pur:r.0ses, either as additions to the said posts
or as new mIlitary posts or reservations which may be
established for the common defense; and, also, all such
lands within the State as may be included in the terri-
tory of the Yellowstone Nationai Park, reserving, how-
ever, to this State a concurrent jurisdiction for the
execution. upon said lands, or in the buildings erected
thereon, of all process, civil or criminal, lawfully issued
by the courts of the State and not incompatible with
this cession.
