I. GENERAL - EXCHANGES OF LAND

SEC. 5. The provisions of this Act shall not apply to the
District of Columbia. (18 V.S.C. sec. 576d.)

Excerpt from "An Act To amend the Act entitled 'An Act to
stop injury to the public grazing lands by preventing over-
grazing and soil deterioration, to pro-vide for their orderly
use, improvement, and development, to stabilize the live-
stock industry dependent upon the public range, and for
other purposes', approved June 28, 1934," approved June 26,
1936 (49 Stat.

SEC. 3. Section 8 of such Act is amended to read as fol-
lows:

"SEC. 8. (a) That where such action will promote the
purposes of the district or facilitate its administration, the
Secretary is authorized, for the purpose of this Act only,
to accept on behalf of the United States any lands within
the exterior boundaries of a grazing district as a gift.

"(b) When public interests will be benefited thereby the
Secretary is authorized to accept on behalf of the United
States title to any privately owned lands within or without
the Jx>undaries of a grazing district, and in exchange there-
for to issue patent for not to exceed an equal value of sur-
veyed grazing district land or of unreserved surveyed public
land in the same State or within a distance of not more
than fifty miles within the adjoining State nearest the base
lands.

" (c) Upon application of any State to exchange lands
within or without the boundaries of a grazing district the
Secretary of the Interior shall, and is hereby, directed to
proceed with such exchange at the earliest practicable date
and !to cooperate fully with the State to that end, but no
State shall be .permitted to select lieu lands in another
State. The Secretary of the Interior shall accept on behalf
of the United States 'title to any State-owned lands within
or without the boundaries of a grazing district, and in ex-
change' therefor issue patent to surveyed grazing district
land not otherwise reserved or appropriClited or unappropri-
ated and unreserved surveyed public land; and in making
such exchange the Secretary is authorized to patent to such
State, land either of equal value or of equal acreage: Pro-
vided, That no State shall select public lands in a grazing
district in ~urtherance of any exchange unless the lands
offered by the State in such exchange lie within such graz-
ing district and the selected lands lie in a reasonably com-
pact body which is so located as not to interfere with the
administration or value of !the remaining land in such dis-
trict for grazing purposes as set forth in this Act.

"When an exchange is based on lands of equal acreage
and the selected lands are mineral in character, the patent
thereto shall contain a reservation of all minerals to the
United States; and in making exchanges of equal acreage
the Secretary of the Interior is authorized to accept title to
offered lands which are mineral in charader, with a mineral
reservation to the State.



I. GENERAL - FED. OFFICERS, PUNISHMENT FOR KILLING

"For the purpose of effecting exchanges based on lands
of equal acreage the identification and area of unsurveyed
school sections may be determined by protraction or other-
wise. The selection by the State of lands in lieu of any such
protracted school sections shall be a waiver of all of its right
to' such sectians.

"( d) Before any such exchange under this sectian sQall be
effected, notice of the contemplated exchange, describing the
lands invalved, shall be published by the Secretary of the
Interiar once each week far faur successive weeks in some
newspaper af general circulatian in the cannty or caunties
in which may be situated the lands to be accepted, and in
the same manner in some like newspaper published in any
county in which may be situated any lands to' be given in
such exchange; lands canveyed to 'the United States under
this Act shall, upon acceptance of title. become public lands,
and if lacated within the exterior boundaries of a grazing
district they shall become a part of the district within the
boundaries of which they are lacaJted: Provided, That either
party to an exchange based upan equal value under this sec-
tion may make reservations of minerals, easements, or rights
of use. \i\There reservatians are made in lands conveyed
either to' or by the United States the right to' enjoy them
shall be subject Ito such reasonable conditians respecting
ingress and egress and the use of the surface of the land as
may be deemed necessary. Where mineral reservatians are
made by the grantor in lands canveyed by the United
States, it shall be so stipulated in the patent, and any person
who praspects for ar acquires the right :to mine and remove
the reserved mineral deposits may ('nter and occupy so
much af the surface as may be required for all purposes inci-
dent to' the prospecting for, mining and remaval of the min-
erals therefram, and may mine and remave such minerals,
upon payment to the owner of the surface for damages
caused to' the land and improvements thereon. No fee shall
be charged far any exchange of land made under this Act
except ane-half af the cost of publishing notice of a proposed
exchange as herein provided." (43 U.S.c. sec. 315g.)

the performance of his official duties, or on account of the
performance of his official duties, shall be punished as pro-
vided under section 275 of the Criminal Code."

"SEC. 52. Whoever shall willfully and without authority
so to do set on fire or cause to be set on fire any timber,
underbrush, or grass or other inflammable material upon
the public domain or upon any lands owned or leased by or
under the partial, concurrent, or exclusiv.e jurisdiction of
the United States which are included in a park, forest,
monument, historical park, military park, battlefield site,
parkway, recreational area, seashore, lake shore, cemetery,
recreational demonstration project, wi!dlife refuge. grazing
district, or stock driveway, or upon any land title to which
was revested in the United States under the Act of June 9,

1916 (39 Stat. 218), or upon any land reconveyed to the
United States under the Act of February 26. 1919 (40 Stat.
1179), or upon any lands owned by the United States and
under the jurisdiction of the Forest Servic~ or the Bureau
of Animal Industry or administered under title III of the
Bankhead-Jones Farm Tenant Act (SO Stat. 522, 525), or
upon any lands under contract for purchase or for the acqui-
sition of which condemnation proceedings have been insti-
tuted under the Act of March 1, 1911 (36 Stat. 961), as
amended, or title III of the said Bankhead-Jones Farm
Tenant Act, or under statutory authority for addition to a
park or wildlife refuge or upon any ITldian reservation or
lands belonging to or occupied by any tribe or group of
Indians under authority of the United States, or upon any
Indian allotment while the title to the same shall be held in
trust by the Government, or while the same shall remain
inalienable by the allottee without the consent of the United
States, unless an allottee sets or causes to be set any fire in
the reasonable exercise of his proprietary rights in the allot-
ment, shall be fined not more than $5,000 or impr-isoned
not more than five years, or both." (18 U.S.c. sec. 106.)

SEC. 2. Section 53 of the Criminal Code, as amended
(Act of June 25, 1910, sec. 6, 36 Stat. 857; United States
Code, title 18, sec. 107), is hereby amended to read as
follows:

"SEC. 53. Whoever shall build a fire or cause a fire to be
built in or near any forest, timber, or other inflammable
material upon any lands owned, controlled or leased by, or
under the partial, concurrent, or exclusive jurisdiction of
the United States, including lands under contract for pur-
chase or for th~ acquisition of which condemnation pro-
ceedings have been instituted under the Act of March 1,
1911 (36 Stat. 961), as amended, or under title III of the
Bankhead-Jones Farm Tenant Act (50 Stat. 522, 525), or
under statutory authority for addition to a park or wildlife
refuge, any Indian reservation, or lands belonging to or
occupied by any tribe or group of Indians under the author-
ity of the United States, or any Indian allotment while the
title to the same shall be held in trust by the United States,
or while the same shall remain inalienable by the allottee
without the consent of the United States, shall, before leav-
ing said fire, totally extinguish the same; and whoever shall
neglect and omit totally to extinguish said fire or whoever
shall permit or suffer said fire to burn or spread beyond his
control or whoever shall leave or suffer said fire to burn
unattended in such places, shall be fined not more than $500
or imprisoned not more than six months without hard labor,
or both." (18 U.S.c. sec. 107.)

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives
pi the United States of America in Congress assembled,

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I. GENERAL - HISTORIC SITES

That it is hereby declared that it is a national policy to pre-
serve for public use historic sites, buildings and objects of
national significance for the inspiration and benefit of the
people of the United States. (16 U.S.c. sec. 461.)

SEC. 2. The Secretary of the Interior (hereinafter re-
ferred to as the Secretary), through the National Park
Service, for the purpose of effectuating the policy expressed
in section 1 hereof, shall have the following powers and per-
form the following duties and functions:

(a) Secure, collate, and preserve drawings, plans,
photographs, and other data of historic and archaeologic
sites, buildings, and objects.

(b) Make a survey of historic and archaeologic sites,
buildings, and objects for the purpose of determining which
possess exceptional value as commemoratir:g or illustrating
the history of the United States.

( c) Make necessary investigations and researches in the
United States relating to particular sites, buildings, or ob-
jects to obtain true and accurate historical and archaeologi-
cal facts and information concerning the same.

(d) For the purpose of this Act, acquire in the name
of the United States by gift, purchase, or otherwise any
property, personal or real, or any interest or estate therein,
title to any real property to be satisfactory to the Secretary:
Provided, That no such property which is owned by any
religious or educational institution, or which is owned or
administered for the benefit 9f the public shall be so acquired
without the consent of the owner: Provided further, That
no such property shall be acquired or contract or agreement
for the acquisition thereof made which will obligate the
general fund of the Treasury for the payment of such prop-
erty, unless or until Congress has appropriated money
which is available for that purpose.

.

(e) . Contract and make' cooperative agreements with
States, municipal subdivisions, corporations, associations, or
individuals, with. proper bond where deemed advisable, to
protect, preserve, maintain, or operate any historic or
archaeologic building, site, object, or property used in 'con-
nection therewith for public use, regardless as to whether
the title thereto is in the United States: Provided, That no
contract or cooperative agreement shall be made or entered
into which will obligate the general fund of the Treasury
unless or until Congress has appropriated money for such
purpose. \

(f) Restore, reconstruct, rehabltitate, preserve, and
maintain historic or prehistoric sites, buildings, objects, and
properties of national historical or archaeological signifi-
cance and where deemed desirable establish and maintain
museums in connection therewith.

(g) Erect and maintain tablets to mark or commemo-
rate historic or prehistoric places and events of national
historical or archaeological significance.
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(h) Operate and manage historic and archaeologic sites, Operating
buildings, etc,

the benefit of the public, such authority to include the power
to charge reasonable visitation fees and grant concessions,
leases, or permits for the use of land, building space, roads,

several States and political subdivisions thereof, and of <the
lands' throughout the United States which are or may be
chiefly valuable as such areas, but no such study shall be
made in any State without the consent and approval of the
Sta;te officials, boards, or departments having jurisdiction

\ over such lands and park areas. The said study shall be
such as, in the judgment of the Secretary, will provide data
helpful in <;Ieveloping a plan for coordinated and adequate
public park, parkway, and recreational-area facilities for the
people of the United States. In making the said study and
in accomplishing any of the purposes af this Act, the Secre-
tary is authorized and directed, through the National Park
Service, to seek and accept the cooperation and assistance
of Federal departments or agencies having jurisdiction of
lands belonging to the United States, and may cooperate and
make agreements with and seek and accept the assistance of
other Federal agencies and instrumentalities, and of States
and political subdivisions thereof and the agencies and in-
strumentalities of either of them. (16 D.S.C. sec. 17k.)

SEC. 2. For the purpose of developing coordinated and
adequate 'public park, parkway, and recreational-area facili-
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ties for the people of the United States, the Secretary is
authorized to aid the several States and political subdivi-
sions thereof in planning such areas therein, 'and in co-
operating with one another to accomplish these ends.

An Act To amend section 289 of the Criminal Code, approved
June 6, 1940 (54 Stat. 234)

Be it enacted by the Senate and H o~tse of Representatives
of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That section 289 of the Criminal Code (D.S.e., title 18,
sec. 468) be, and it is hereby, amended to read as follows:

"SEC. 289. Whoever, within the territorial limits of any
State, organized Territory, or district, but within or upon
any of the places now existing or hereafter reserved or ac-
quired, described in section 272 of the Criminal Code (D.S.
e., title 18, sec. 451), shall do or omit the doing of any act
or thing which is not made penal1by any laws of Congress,
but which i,f committed or omitted within the jurisdiction
of the State, Territory, or district in which such place is
situated, by the laws thereof in force on February 1, 1940,
and remaining in force at the time of the doing or omitting
the doing of such act or thing, would 'be penal, shall be
deemed guilty of a like offense and be subject to a like
punishment." (18 U.S.C. sec. 468.)

An Act To amend section 7 (a) of the Act of May 21, 1920 (41
Stat. 613), as amended by section 601 of the Act of June
30, 1932 (47 Stat. (17), to authorize interdepartmental pro-
curement by contract, upon orders placed by the War De-
partment, Navy Department, Treasury Department, Civil
Aeronautics Administration, and the Maritime Commission,
approved July 20, 1942 (56 Stat.

That the United States District Court for Ore-
gon shall appoint a commissioner, who shall reside within
the exterior boundaries of the Crater Lake National Park
or at a -place reasonably adjacent to the park, the place of
residence to be designated by the Secretary of the Interior,
and who shall have jurisdiction to hear and act upon all
complaints made of any violations of law or of the rules and
regulations made by the Secretary of the Interior for the
government of the park and for the protection of the ani-
mals. birds, and fish, and objects of interest therein, and for
other .purposes authorized by this Act."1 (16 U.S.c. sec.
