Professor Donald hata to talk and sign essay

at manzanar saturday, september 26

· Talks at 11 a.m. and 2 p.m.
· Available for question and answer, 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Dr. Don Hata will present his talk, "THE WORLD WAR II IMPRISONMENT OF NIKKEI WAS NOT AN ISOLATED EVENT IN U.S. HISTORY," linking the WWII Nikkei (Japanese American) experience to similar events affecting a multicultural cast of peoples throughout U.S. history, from the distant past, to the aftermath of the terrorist attacks on 9/11.  Dr. Hata will share personal memories of growing up during and after what he calls the "WWII Nikkei gulag and diaspora."  He will also share his perspective on related terminology from "relocation centers" to "concentration camps."

Don Hata is Emeritus Professor of History at California State University Dominguez Hills.  Dr. Hata co-authored many academic publications with his late wife Nadine Ishitani Hata, including an interpretive essay, JAPANESE AMERICANS AND WORLD WAR II:  MASS REMOVAL, IMPRISONMENT, AND REDRESS. Dr. Hata will sign copies of their 35 page interpretive essay in the Manzanar History Association bookstore following his talks.  Proceeds from book sales support Manzanar's educational program.
