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Minuteman Missile Helps Celebrate Kadoka’s Centennial
Minuteman Missile National Historic Site is helping Kadoka celebrate it 100 year anniversary! The park is offering residents of Kadoka and the surrounding area an opportunity to tour Launch Control Facility Delta-01 on Sunday, June 25th. Tours will take place from 12 – 4 pm with no reservations required. 
Launch Control Facility Delta-01 was active from 1963 until 1992. During that time the site consisted of both topside and underground structures. The topside building was a support structure where a minimum of eight Air Force personnel were stationed for missile field support.
The underground Launch Control Center was where two missileers both lived and worked on 24 hour alert duty shifts. Their primary mission was to always be ready to launch ten Minuteman nuclear missiles which they monitored and controlled. 
During the Cold War 150 Minuteman missiles were deployed in Western South Dakota for nearly three decades. The Kadoka area was directly within the ten missile Echo flight for those decades. Park Ranger Mary Mikulla, a seasonal resident of Kadoka, says “I think this is an excellent opportunity for local citizens who hosted these sites to view a significant part of American history.” 
Launch Control Facility Delta-01 is ½ mile north of exit 127 and approximately 25 miles west of Kadoka.
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
