A Watershed District is a special purpose
unit of local government

ɆArea based on watershed boundaries
ɆPurpose is to manage water resources
ɆMN Watershed law established in 1955
Ɇ48 Watershed Districts throughout Minnesota
ɆBoard of Managers appointed by County
ɆFunded through tax levy
ɆRegulatory authority
ɆOwn & operate drainage systems
